THREE MILLENNIA OF HISTORY

Jerusalem’s unique position among cities of the world derives from its crucial
role in religious history as a holy city for three great monotheistic religions:
Judaism, Christianity, and Islam. For thousands of years Jerusalem has been
the temporal and spiritual center of the Holy Land, for which more tears and
blood have been shed and more prayers offered than for any other region of
the world. Jerusalem’s powerful emotional appeal has inspired a prodigious

outpouring of prose and poety, artistic renderings, and, of course, maps.
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The exhibition presents a selection of maps and views to illustrate the history
of Jerusalem as it celebrates the 3000th anniversary of its establishment as the
capital of King David’s unified Kingdom of Israel. Many of these documents
are centuries old. Some of them are imaginary and idealized portrayals based
on Scriptural interpretation, and reflect the ideologies and religious persua-
sions of their makers. Others are objective depictions derived from historical
records or eyewitness observations. The rest are combinations of reality and
fantasy. Together, their powerful visual images provide a broad perspective on

three millennia of Jerusalem’s eventful history.

I. MAPS AND THE HISTORY
OF JERUSALEM

Maps contribute greatly to the
understanding of history by provid-
ing an essential spatial context for
events. The maps and plans displayed
here illustrate some significant epi-
sodes and periods in the history of
Jerusalem. Most of these images were
created long after the events and
periods they purport to illustrate, by
makers who had never visited
Jerusalem. They were based on
secondary sources such as the Bible
and early historical accounts, some-
times supplemented by eyewitness
reports of travelers, and almost always
by a liberal dose of imagination.

1. JERUSALEM AND
MAPMAKING

Jerusalem is prominently depicted on
many landmarks of early mapmaking,
three of which are included in this
exhibition. The city appears as “Aelia
Capirolina” in a fourth-century Ro-
man road map of the world (object 8).
The oldest surviving detailed map
(reproduced in object 9), contains a
large bird’s-eye view of “The Holy
city of Jerusalem.” A centrally placed

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VI. THE CENTER OF THE
WORLD

Since Jerusalem was located near the
middle of the known world of
antiquity, it naturally occupied a
central position on early world maps.
Religious influences during the
Middle Ages caused some mapmakers
to place Jerusalem deliberately at the
exact center or “navel” of the world,
in accordance with biblical descrip-
tions.

VII. FROM TOWN TO
METROPOLIS

Jerusalem has undergone many
changes during its control by a series
of governments—from ancient Isra-
elite, Babylonian, and Roman to
Byzantine, Arab, Ottoman, and
British.

THE OSHER MAP LIBRARY AND THE SMITH CENTER FOR
CARTOGRAPHIC EDUCATION AT THE UNIVERSITY OF
SOUTHERN MAINE

The Osher Map Library and the Smith Center for Cartographic Education is the only
separately established rare map library in northern New England. The Smith and Osher
Cartographic Collections comprise fine examples of original maps, atlases, geogra-
phies, and globes spanning the years from 1475 to the present. They constitute a rich
and multifaceted resource for the study and teaching of geography, history, art, and
cultural development. These materials offer such compelling insights into the past that
everyone, regardless of age or educational level, can enjoy and learn from them. For
the University, the people of Maine, scholars, students and visitors, the Collections are
indeed a treasure.

THE COLLECTIONS

The Cartographic Collections were formed from two major gifts, the first from the
late Lawrence M.C. and Eleanor Houston Smith, and the second from Dr. Harold L.
and Mrs. Peggy L. Osher. The combined collections contain approximately 20,000
maps, as separate sheets or bound in books and atlases. Some of the maps are con-
tained in explorers’ narratives or early travelers’ accounts, or in works on cosmography,
astronomy, navigation, or historical geography. While the scope of the Collections is
global, the discovery and exploration of North America are especially well documented
in materials published between the early 1500s and the 1800s. The original materials
are supplemented by many facsimile maps and atlases in reprint editions. These valu-
able study aids are augmented by a reference collection of related works including
carto-bibliographies, regional histories, dealer and exhibition catalogues, and mono-
graphs and journals on the history of cartography.

THE MISSION

As an integral part of a comprehensive public university, the Osher Map Library is
committed to sharing its collection with a broad constituency by means of exhibitions,
lectures, conferences, and other special events. It encourages collaborative efforts with
other institutions including museums, historical societies, and teaching institutions
ranging from primary schools to the university level. It serves the University commu-
nity and residents of Maine and northern New England, including the general public
and local school systems, as well as the global community of schelars and researchers.

THE FACILITIES

The Osher Map Library is located on the ground floor of the main library building on
the Portland campus of the University of Southern Maine. In addition to the collec-
tions and reference materials, the Osher Map Library contains exhibition areas, a seminar
room, and facilities for research and study. The Osher Map Library provides access to
its resources to the general public and scholars alike.
