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Question 1, which asked voters to repeal the state's new same-sex marriage law, A\ o N\ I
was foremost in drawing nearly 60 percent of registered voters to the polls Tuesday.
Those favoring repeal were more widespread across the state, while the opposition
tended to carry more urban and coastal areas.
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
