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LEWISTON ORDINANCE
SUSPENDED;
REFERENDUM IN
NOVEMBER

The residents of Lewiston will face
the same battle over civil rights for
lesbians and gay men as Portland did
this past November.

Opponents of the Lewiston anti-
discrimination ordinance, led by
right-wing religious fundamentalists,
gathered enough signatures to sus-
pend the enactment of the ordinance
and force a referendum on whether
the law should be repealed.

The law, which prohibits discrimi-
nation against gay men and lesbians
because of sexual orientation, was
gassed by the Lewiston city council

y a vote of 5-2 early in January. The
public hearing was attended by
about 700 people and was a highly
emotionally charged event. Many
supporters of the proposed law felt
their safety was threatened by the
conduct of the opponents during the
hearing itself. Some of the members
of the city council received threaten-
ing phone calls.

The group leading the petition
drive. Maine Coalition Opposed to
Special Treatment of Homosexuality,
gathered 2,000 signatures. The city
clerk certified at least 1,129 signa-
tures, making it possible for the right-
wing group to prevent the enactment
of the ordinance. The ordinance was
scheduled to go into effect on Feb. 6.

The referendum will be held on
November 2, 1993. Lewiston has
about 29,000 registered voters.

61 PERCENT OF MAINE
RESIDENTS SUPPORT
GAY AND LESBIAN CIVIL
RIGHTS

According to a poll conducted in
December, 61 percent of Maine resi-
dents would support a law which
protected lesbians and gay men from
discrimination in employment and
housing.

The poll was conducted by
Market Decisions, Inc, of South
Portland. Market Decisions polled
400 Maine residents from all over the
state in December on a variety of
economic and social policy ques-
tions. The poll has a 5 percent mar-
gin of error.

The question put to the respon-
dents was “Do you favor or oppose
the passage of a Maine law that pro-
tects the rights of homosexuals from

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discrimination in the workplace and
housing?”

Of the 61 percent that favor the
passage of such a law, 34 percent
said they strongly favor the law and
27 percent somewhat favor it. Of
those who opposed the law, 21 per-
cent strongly opposed it and 12 per-
cent were somewhat opposed. The
undecideds amounted to 7 percent.
Support for the law was stronger
among women at 69 percent, while
54 percent of the men polled
favored the law.

The poll comes at a time when
the Maine legislature will be consid-
ering a state-wide gay and lesbian
civil rights bill in the next two
months. The bill was first introduced
in 1977 and this will be the ninth
time it has been in front of the legis-
lature. The bill almost passed in
1991, but a last minute threat from
Gov. John McKernan to veto the bill
squelched the bill’s chance to pass
the Senate.

According to the Portland Press
Herald, Jaspar Wyman, executive
director of the religious right-wing
group, the Christian Civic League,
criticized the poll by saying that the
question was posed in such a man-
ner that a positive response was to
be expected. He said he didn’t think
the poll would have much influence
with the legislature.

Al Caron, who was the campaign
consultant for Equal
Protection/Portland, contradicted
Wyman, saying that the poll results
were valid and that support for les-
bian and gay civil rights legislation is
growing throughout Maine.

MEMBERS OF ANTI-GAY
GROUP SIGN CONSENT
DECREE

The four members of the anti-gay
hate gang known as FSU Posse
against whom State Attorney
General, Michael Carpenter, filed a
lawsuit entered into a consent agree-
ment in order to settle the suit. The
group is known for its graphitti and
violence against gay men and les-
bians and other minorities.

“I am the scribe
to the common gay
man. I really want

to write, on an
erotic, social and
political level, what
it’s like to be a gay
man living in these
decades.”

ohn Preston is everywhere. His
J anthologies are being published at
a rate of two per year. His erotic
novels come at a rate of one per
year, and his older books are being
re-released, bringing the total to nine
releases in 1992, six in 1993, and several
more anticipated for 1994. His name and
face are in Newsweek, USA Today, the
Portland Press Herald as well as
respectable news journals including Gay
Community News and Bay Windows. He
regularly appears at national, state, and
local gay and lesbian events as a keynote
speaker, including Los Angeles’ recent

NLGTF Creating Change conference.
Before moving to Portland in 1979, he had
been the editor of The Advocate, editor of
Drummer, founder of the country’s first gay
and lesbian community center in
Minneapolis, and an activist of national
repute. His activism continued after arriv-
ing in Maine, most notably serving as the
President of the Board of The AIDS Project
in Portland.

In person, he is animated, accessible
and friendly, yet his personality starkly con-
trasts with his unsmiling publicity photos
which often bathe his face in shadows and

accentuate his piercing stare. Sometimes

marketed as the Dark Lord of Gay Erotic
Fiction, fans may expect Mr. Preston to
behave in person like the hauntingly over-
sexed disciplinarians of his novels. Not so.
Mr. Benson never laughs; John Preston
does so easily.

Preston’s most recent anthology, A
Member of the Family: Gay Men Write
About Their Families, follows Hometowns:
Gay Men Write About Where They Belong
and Flesh and the Word: An Erotic
Anthology. Flesh and the Word 2 will hit
stores later this year. Preston is also working
on an anthology in which gays and lesbians

IS YOUR MOTIVATION FOR WRITING YOUR
RECENT ANTHOLOGIES POLITICAL OR
PERSONAL? ARE YOU STILL AN ACTIVIST

THROUGH BEING A WRITER?
“I began the anthologies with

Personal Dispatches: Writers Confront
AIDS. I did that because I had to find
a way through my writing to deal with
my HIV infection, and the experience
of working with a community of writers
excited me. The book really served its
purpose. The experience had been

so exciting, that I then wondered,
what are my other issues? Being

from New England is a major one. I
have a whole sense of place, and I
hadn’t heard enough other writers
deal with it. And families is the same
thing. And naturally the series con-
tinued. The next book will be an
anthology titled Friends and Lovers:
The Families That Gay Men Create.
No, I didn’t really set out to do a
political thing in that sense.

“I find myself constantly ripped
apart by the split between activist and
author. Itis very clear that, at this
point in my life, “author” is the defin-
ing term. Yet I just get so involved or
so angry that I always end up doin%
activist stuff. It’s a constant struggle to
find a way in which I can meet my own
ethical mandates about how one acts in
one’s community and at the same time
meet my goals as a writer. At the tail
end of my tenure as the President of
the Board of The AIDS Project it just
became more and more clear that writ-
ing was something I really wanted to
do. It was something I was good at. I
finally had to get to gle lace where I
understood that many o?us could work
on committees but no one else could
write my books. I would prefer and

intend to continue being a writer.”

WHAT IS YOUR INTERACTION WITH
THE STRAIGHT COMMUNITY, AND
WHAT ARE YOUR THOUGHTS ABOUT
SEPARATION, ISOLATION, AND ASSIMI-
LATION?

“My politics originated in the six-
ties. My Eolitics and world view are
very much the concept of intertwined
communities. It should be supported
that we each go into our own communi-
ties to shore up those identities, and
then move across all kinds of bound-
aries. Three of the major defining
things for me are: I'm gay, I'm a man,
and I'm from New England. Those are
the most fascinating things for me right

now. So that’s what I explore. And to
do that I move across ditferent bound-
aries.

“I wrote in my introduction to A
Member of the Family that I had to
leave my family to be gay. But now I
am reconciled with my f{mily. It’s not
alife long choice. You have the right to
withdraw at certain times into a certain
part of yourself and your community to
explore that totally. One of the prob-
lems with the American mind is that we
present these options as life long choic-

es. And they're not. They are what we
have to do at a certain point.

“My own self-identity is both
intensely gay, yet also much more as a
writer. Being constantly gay is a bum-
mer. I really feel like it’s a social oblig-
ation I have accepted. One of the most
startling things when I first moved to
Maine was turning on the television
one of the first days and seeing a gay
man interviewed in silhouette on the
screen because no one who was gay
would be interviewed and show his
face. I was staggered by that. And
even though I had moved here to calm
down on my activism so that I could
write, the silhouette was not accept-
able, so I very quickly let it be known
that I would be that face on that televi-
sion screen. Often I didn’t want to be
an activist. I wanted to draw a bound-
ary, withdraw to my cocoon and not
feel obliged, but I wasn’t very success-

ful”

WILL YOU TELL A STORY ABGUT YOUR
OWN LOVERS OR YOUR OWN RELA-
TIONSHIPS WHEN YOU EDIT YOUR
UPCOMING ANTHOLOGY TITLED
FRIENDS AND LOVERS: THE
FAMILIES THAT GAY MEN CREATE
FOR THEMSELVES?

“No. My story is much more
about becoming a bachelor. I'm
becoming quite happy about it. The
theme of my story is really I don’t want
alover. One of the ways I finally had to
realize that is that all of the men I've
had relationships with live at least 200
miles away. The thing that is much
more powerful to me is finding a gener-
ational stance to gay life. I think a%ay
life is trivial if it’s not generational in

some form. I've had that most of my
life. I've had a mentor, Samuel
Steward, a writer in his eighties who

lives in Berkeley now. And I've always
had non-genital relationships with
young men here in Portlang‘ That’s
very much based on generational good
uncle stuff. And now recently I'm tak-
ing on a very explicit mentoring rela-
tionship with three gay male writers,
working with all three of them on their
books, long distance: Michael
Lowenthal in New Hampshire, Michael
Rowe in Toronto, and Owen Keehnen
in Chicago. It’s more important to find
my place ina community that’s genera-
tional than it is to worry about a one on
one relationship.”

[TALKING ABOUT GENERATIONS AND
ACTIVISM A LITTLE LATER...]

“Alot of my life has been very con-
flicted about being the first. I did a lot
of first things. I joined the seminary in
Minneapolis when I was about twenty
five. I actually went to three seminaries
as a part time student, and I was the
first openly gay student at each of them
and for each of the denominations.

And it was a huge struggle and I got
burnt out and thought, “God, I don’t
want to do this again.” I founded the
first gay community center in the coun-
try. I DID all of that stuff. It’s alot of

MLGPA ELECTS NEW

BOARD MEMBERS

The Maine Lesbian/Gay Political
Alliance elected new officers and
board members at its meeting in
Augusta on January 17. The new
president is Paula Aboud of South
China. The other new officers are
Judy Edgerly of Hallowell, vice presi-
dent; Harry Gordon of Bangor, sec- -
retary; and Larry Bliss of South
Portland, treasurer.

The new board members are
Anke Siem (Augusta), Ellie Goldberg,
Pat Peard (Falmouth), Alan Stearns
(South Portland), Mary MacLean
(Portland), and Karen Geraghty
(Portland).

All canditates ran unopposed,
and one board seat remains empty.

VERMONT SEES RISE IN
BIAS COMPLAINTS
UNDER RIGHTS LAW

The attorney general’s office in
Vermont is invesitgating at least six
complaints of discrimination against
gay men and lesbians since
Vermont passed a law protecting
the civil rights of gay and lesbian
people.

Robert Appel, an assistant attor-
ney general in the civil rights divi-
sion, said, “I definitely an con-
vinced of it need. Prior to the effec-
tive date of the law, there was no
reason for a person who was a vic-
tim to contact us because there was
no remedy. Now there are reme-
dies, the word is out and we are
receiving complaints.”

Appel said that most of the com-
plaints involve gay men being
harassed in the workplace.

“People get picked on because of
who they are, making the worker
feel uncomfortable in the work-
place, he said. “Sexual orientation is
just not a consideration that should

e used in employment decisions.”

Susan Sussman, executive direc-
tor of the Vermont Human Rights
Commission, said her office has
three complaints charging discrimi-
nation based on sexual orientation
under investigation, all concerning
alleged insurance company prac-
tices.

“The number of charges that
have been formally filed in the
attorney general’s office and the
Human Rights Commission in a rel-
atively short period of time since the
pa;sage of the law is significant, she
said.

She need only hear
endearments to become loyal and devoted.
She knows that Fergus wﬂ{ never love her
the way she needs, but the devotion she sees
from him is enough to keep her waiting for
Fergus forever. Jody is the insightful catalyst
that recognizes the good in Fergus and
knows he can trust Fergus to carry through
on his promises. The under current in the
film could be that we are players in a game
of nature. Each of us has our role to p%ay in
the giant cricket game of life. Some of us are
the ﬁlowlers in life, some are the catchers,
and some of us are the cheering crowds, but
all of us are stuck with the positions that we
are given. In dream sequences Fergus is

haunted by Jody as the star cricket champi-

on tossing Fergus the ball. Just before
Jody’s death as he ran to escape Fergus,
Jody cries out that Fergus isn’t fast
enough to play cricket. Jordan shows us
the dream sequences, Jody’s uniform still
hanging in Dil’s apartment, and how
Fergus cuts Dil’s hair and makes her dress
up in Jody’s cricket uniform all could be
attempts By Jordan to finish the relation-
ship that Fergus and Jody were never able
to Snish, maybe to finish the game that
the two of them started. Fergus also said
once “I'm not good for much”. By becom-
ing involved in Jody and Dil game, Fergus
now has a position and a purpose for his
life. The cricket theme could even be car-
ried over to make the IRA members. They
are the opposing team out to defeat Jody’s
team. Maybe it’s a big stretch of an analo-
gy, but it is there.

One of the most impressive aspects
of the film is the realtionship between
Fergus and Jody. Fergus cannot help but
care about Jody. There are some people in
this world who are generally just loving
people. Even when Fergus learns of Dil’s
secret he cannot prevent himself from
feeling the need to guard and insure Dil’s
safety. As a gay male I sometimes feel
something similar. There are straight
women friends of my that I love with all
my heart but can never be the person I
wish I could be for them. I can only do my
best to be their most trusted companion.
That’s one of the final points in the film. It
is possible to be a companion to someone,
to saiisfy and support someone in a non-
sexual basis. If you are a loving person you
can just enjoy being with someone. At the
end the glass that seperates Fergus and
Dil is very symbolic of two people who
can care each other while tEis almost
invisible thing stops them from loving
each other in the way they both wish they

Similar groups could help share
reference information or information
about upcoming media events. The chance
of everyone having fundraising benefits on
the same night would be all but be elimi-
nated. It would be easier to gather such
information as which organizations to write
to for sponsorship or grants. It would be
the chance to network and share your
experiences with other gay and lesbian
organizations.

A community center might also have
its monetary values. There are special
loans ands?t,mds available for groups that
renovate the second or higher floors of a
building in Portland. I am sure if we added
up all the rent for the MLGPA, Outright,
PWA Coalition, The AIDS Project,
Woman’s Space, The GLT, Out & Out
Productions, Gay AA, or all the other
groups here in Portland the cost would

efinitely work out to be at least equal to
the rent of a building. I know I would feel
much safer about the groups I am involved
with it they were located in a community
center. It would do a lot to send a stron
message to fellow gays and lesbians while
giving us something to physically be proud
of. Can you imagine a whole buildinf that
we could walk through and be proud of.
Knowing the creativity that exists here in
Maine, I 'am positive it would become a
building of stunning beauty. A little some-

BATTLE LOOMING
OVER THE LIFTING OF
MILITARY BAN

In his confirmation hearing
before the U.S. Senate, Secretary of
Defense Les Aspin said that he
would deal with the Pentagon’s ban
on gay men and lesbians in the mili-
tary “head on,” seeking to overturn
it “carefully” and “deli eratelK."

“There’s no way to avoid the
issue or slide around it, or try to
patch up the whole issue and let it
go away,” he said. *Bill Clinton ahs
said to me, “We want this issue to
be dealt with very, very carefully,
but we want it to be dealt with very,
very deliberately.’” So, | think there is
some benefit from the pledge that
Bill Clinton has made because it
will force us to confront it.”

“My view is that there are some
obvious flaws in the current policy,”
said Aspin. “All you have to do is
pick up the newspaper once in a
while and find that something’s not
right here. Somebody’s served 30
years in the military and is suddenly
separated because it’s discovered
that he or she is homosexual.

“From an equity and fairness
standpoint, | think there are some
real problems with the way the poli-
cy is going right now.”

The Clinton Administration has
proposed that the ban be lifted in
two steps. First, Mr. Clinton would
informally direct the military to sus-
pend enforcement of the ban and
asking recruitees about their sexual
orientation. Second, in several
months, Mr. Clinton would issue an
executive order formally lifting the
ban. Gay and lesbian leaders are
not enthusiastic about the delaying
of the executive order.

However, Secretary Aspin faced
stiff opposition to the lifting of the
ban in his first meeting as Secretary
of Defense with his Joint Chiefs of
Staff. The Joint Chiefs angrily con-

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fronted Aspin in a meeting on
January 21, according to the *New
York Times.

The Joint Chiefs expressed their
concerns that the repeal of the ban
would wreck morale, undermine
recruiting, force devoutly religious
service members to resign and
increase the risk of AIDS for hetero-
sexual troops.

General Colin Powell, the
Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff,
is the most forceful opponent of the
lifting of the ban, emphasizing in his
several meetings with Clinton and
Aspin on the topic that the lifting of
the ban would pose a threat to
“good order and discipline” in the
ranks

One Navy admiral said, “we
know we have a cerain number of
gays performing extremely well, but
they’re in the closet, and as long as
they stay there we're fine. But when
they come out of the closet and get
pro-active, it'll be really nasty.”

Maine Public TV Still Says NO to
Gay/Lesbian Showr

he first national variety-talk
show on broadcast TV by and
for lesbians and gay men
debuted with a special, hour-
long Pride Week preview last
June. After years of lesbian
and gay efforts to get a PBS
program, we finally just did it
ourselves.

Mind you, this show is meant to be
entertaining, and has already attracted

some big names. Joel Grey, Liza
Minelli, Judith Light, Bonnie Franklin,

Shari Belafonte, Lily Tomlin, and Dick
Sargent (out-actor who played Darrin on
“Bewitched”) have already appeared. The
cast of Broadway’s “Falsettos” sang
“Unlikely Lovers” from their Tony award-
winning musical, and David Drake per-
formedga piece from his hit play, Tﬁ)le
Night Larry Kramer Kissed Me.”

Hosted by comedienne Kate Clinton,
“In The Life” kicked off its near-monthly
schedule in OCtober. Three programs have
already aired and two or three more are
planned this season. Associate Producer
Katherine Brady is excited about its future.
“We have brought the program up to the
professional standards we wantec]pin its fir:¢
year. From this position we hope we can
go weekly next Fall.”

“In The Life” has been developed by
its own independent production company
and is co-sponsored by New York City’s
municipal station, WNYC-TV. Rather
than risk a Jessie Helms/NEA type funding
fight, they rely on a unique method of
financing. They appeal to us directly to
make tax-deducﬁtﬁe contributions and
become “members” of their new program,
just as we might be members of any PBS
station. This provides another distinct
advantage; PBS sends the program out free
of charge to all public stations.

The program has been picked up by
nearly sixty PBS stations to j;te and that
number is growing daily. All four public
stations in Vermont have signed on and
three stations carry it across Massachusetts.
North Carolina, the home of Helms and
homophobia, has been won. Yet Maine
Public Television won’t even make a deci- .
sion, let alone actually broadcast the show.

Maine Public Television:
Round 1.

1 first spoke with Harry Wiest, Maine
Public Television’s programming manager,
early last summer when the pilot of “In The
Life” was first airing on PBS stations
around the country. Mr. Wiest was already
aware of our new program and seemed
genuinely interested in it. He explained
that the merger of Maine’s two public sta-
tions, which took place July 1st within days
of the debut, was taking a]f, of his time. He
hoped to learn more about the show and

possibly add it to their schedule when the
show went full-time in the Fall.

I also called the production offices of
“In The Life,” and reEyed my conversation
with Mr. Wiest. They offered to send him
another information packet and follow it up
with a personal call to Mr. Wiest them-

again. I contacted GLT and received per-
mission to interview Mr. Wiest and report
on this matter in these pages.

This time Mr. Wiest had a new set of
explanations and programming problems.
He suggested that he couldn’t easily pro-
gram a monthly half-hour in a regular time
slot without inconveniencing viewers of
whatever aired in its place the other three

I reminded him of our
earlier conversation and upon questioning
he recalled that the producers of “In The
Life” had contacted him, too.

Mr. Wiest then argued that this is not
an official PBS-sponsored production.

[I checked on this with PBS in
Washington for this story and learned that
PBS doesn'’t create any programming itself.
All of its programs, just as this one,

are created or sponsored by member
stations and/or independent producers.]

I asked why that should preclude its
airing, especially over Maine’s “Alternate”
second station. Mr. Wiest did not reply.

He then offered to view a tape of the
June pilot episode and consider airing the
regular episodes sometime in the future.

Round 3.

After reading a January IN NEWS
piece on the growing number of stations

carrying “In The Life,” I decided to try

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After what ). Thomas Cochran,
executive director of the conference,
called an emotional closed door
meeting, the organization’s execu-
tive committee rejected the
Colorado city as the site of next
year’s meeting. Earlier, the mayors of
New York, Philadelphia, Chicago,
Seattle, and Atlanta said they would
not attend the conference because of
the amendment.

Eight years ago, the conference
adopted an anti-discrimination poli-
cy which “recognizes the right of all
citizens, regardless of sexual orienta-
tion, to full participation in
American society and recommends
that all levels of government adopt
legal protections for the rights of gay
and lesbian Americans.”

Barbara Streisand has backed off
from earlier strong support for the
boycott by the entertainment indus-
try. She said she would personally
support the boycott and find some
other state to vacation in.

Among the growininumber of
voices supporting the boycott is the
*New York Times. In an editorial on
December 21, the*Times said, “The
Colorado law amounts to an aggress-
sive statewide policy to allow dis-
crimination and block attempts to
mitigate it.”

Meanwhile in Tampa, Florida,
civic leaders are worried that a boy-
cott against that city may soon
develop in light of the vote to repeal
Tampa’s anti-discrimination law.

Already the national Catholic
Campus Ministers Association has
canceled its 1994 regional meeting
even though the bishop of St.
Petersburg support the repeal of the
law. Sister Joanne Sullivan who
helped organized the meeting said
her group is opposed to discrimina-
tion in any form.

The 1996 GALA Festival, the
gathering of the Gay and Lesbian
Association of Choruses, is also is
doubt, along with its expected $3.5
million in revenue for the city.

rom the moment I arrived

at Lewiston Junior High

School the evening of

January 6, I knew that the

public hearing for the pro-

posed Human Rights
Ordinance was no May 11-Portland-style
celebration. At least two thirds of the
thousand people in the auditorium were
wearing badges that said “NO GAY EDU-
CATION” and holding signs with mes-
sages like “The Twin Cities [Lewiston-
Auburn]: Sodom and Gomorrah?” and
“We Hate Queers.” The tenor of the
hearing, during which one man yelled
“Kill all the faggots!” in the midst of Bates
College Affirmative Action ofﬁ'cerd]ames
Bell’s testimony (was it just coincidence
that the most vicious heckling happened
during a speech by an African
American?), can only be described as
scary.

Talking later to Lewiston mayor Jim
Howaniec, I learned that I was not the
only person who was scared that night.
Jim told me that he has had numerous
hate calls; even his mother has been
harassed. Jim, Police Chief Larry Gilbert,
and the five members of the City Council
who voted for the ordinance have all
received threats to their careers and their
lives. Yet almost in the same breath, Jim
told me he is planning to go door-to-door
to face the people of Lewiston and talk
about the ordinance.

Jim Howaniec is not the only brave
person in Lewiston. Almost as soon as I
entered the school, I saw a group of
Equal Protection/Lewiston volunteers
who had set up a table to welcome sup-
E;)rters. There they were, right outsige

e auditorium, with literature, EPL
signs, and purple ribbons for ordinance
backers. Some wore red armbands and
stood quietly along the sides of the hall all
evening, not saying anything, just being

ere.

I don’t know how many of these peo-
le—many of them younger than my own
'ds—hady ever done anyﬁdn g public for

gay rights before. I don’t know how many
are out to their parents, their coworkers
or fellow students, their community. I

don’t know what painful memories of
harassment, assault, or just plain invisibili-
3; they brought to that moment when

ey greeted us. AllT know is that by
standing up instead of hiding, they made
me, and everyone else who testified for
the ordinance, feel a little safer and a lot
prouder.

One of my favorite family stories is
my father’s memory of an incident that
happened 75 years ago, when he was 10
years old. My grandparents owned a bak-
ery in a seaside community where the
annual influx of “summer people” includ-
ed many Jewish families from the city.

In the winter, the hotels and bungalows
stood empty and the population dwindled
until my dad’s family[l)Jecame the only
Jews in the neighborhood. A shy kid who
was small for his age was the perfect tar-
get for local toughs, who yelled “kike!” at
my father as they chased {ﬂm down the
street every afternoon.

My father was then, and is now, one
of the (}t;w true pacifists in this world, and
the thought of defying those bigger and
stronger kids must have been unappeal-
ing, not to say terrifying. But one day, as
he tells it, something clicked: he turned
around almost involuntarily, and con-
fronted his tormentors. In an instant,
they scattered and fled, never to chase
him again.

I thought of my dad as I drove back
to Portland after the hearing, and I
thought again of the lesbians and gay men
who welcomed me and sent me safely on
my way home that night. It will take a lot
more than standing behind a table, or
wearing armbands, or even going door-to-
door, to win equal protection in Lewiston.
But no strategy, however brilliant, can
take the place of simple courage.
Lewiston’s advocates for human rights
showed us that it is possible to be out-
numbered and outshouted—and still
make a difference.¢

work to be the first. And you almost
never can win. You almost have to be
defeated. No one who's the first can be
that perfect. And that’s what I meant
about Eenerational; you have to be will-
ing to be the step in a process as opposed
to the end in the process.”

How DO YOU FANTASIES AND FICTION
RELATE TO YOUR REALITY?

“The whole thing about the fiction

and my reality is bizarre, because it hap-

ens on so many different levels. I usual-
y bristle when they talk about all fiction
being autobiograpgica], which gives the
author no creativity. Actually, I Once
Had a Master is explicitly autobiographi-
cal and I owned it in the epilogue. Tie
rest of my fiction is out there in outer

ace. Itis simply my escape. It’s not

fx?eant to be an)?t})l/ingymorepthan that.
But there’s also Franny the Queen of
Provincetown, my first book, which fasci-
nates me. I could easily deny that
Franny was autobiogra hica{ What I
found out though was tlinat it was antici-
patory. By writing that book I was trying
on being a middie aged erson; I have
become Franny. I have become this
good uncle with these nephews, and that
was not in my life when I wrote that
book. I was mapping a landscape that I
would later on become.”

Preston’s anthologies are filled with
essays by gay male writers confronting
some of the most personal aspects of gay
life. His editing, contributions, and
introductions are full of introspection,
emotion, and careful analysis of social
and personal patterns. His erotica, how-

ever, is fantasy with a principle purpose "

of entertainment and exploration. His
erotica, sometimes ca]lég pornography,
and sometimes referred to by Preston
and others as sleaze, has also been
referred to by USA Today as part of a
new literary flowering. An examination
of the actual content of Preston’s sexual
fiction will allow readers to attach their
own labels free of the contradictory con-
notations of the labels of “sleaze” or
“flowering”: his novels and short stories
deal with sadism and masochism. S&M
a’ la Preston includes most controversial-
ly the use of a variety of devices to inflict
pain and create bruises and welts. It
includes the ingestion of urine and the
exposure of bodily wounds to the same.
And it includes the use of branding irons
and fists. And it involves mock slavery
and men who refer to each other as
Daddy and Son.

In his writings and interviews, John
Preston has explained his view of the
importance of pornography in the life
experience of ﬁay men. “Pornographic
writings were how we learned the para-
meters of our sexual life. . . Pornography
was how we developed our fantasies,
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both sexual and emotional. . . It’s incred-
ible to hear how many men found their
first significant connection with the gay
world through a porn magazine.”

Do YOU THINK THAT A HEAVY S&M
STORY IS A GOOD FIRST CONTACT WITH

. GAY IDENTIFY FOR A SIXTEEN YEAR
OLD PICKING UP A MAGAZINE?

“I'm finding in my middle age that
my mother is the fount of all New
England wisdom. And I adore her very
much, much more now than I probably
ever have before. She came to a reading
in a group in Boston a couple years ago,
and some of the people read some very
racy stuff. And it had been my mother
and a couple of my sisters and a room
full of seventy five gay men. And after-
ward everyone went, “Oh my god, what
did your mother think?” So I went to
her and said, “Ma, what'd you think?”
And she looked at me and thought for a
moment and said, “I could have left the
room.” That was the end of the conver-
sation.

“You must remember this is anoth-
er generational thing. I grewupina
time when there were no images, when
there was only the void. The only peo-
ple who were ever identified as gay were
those who were going in and out of the
mental institutions or were so stereotypi-
cal that they couldn’t be a role modelyﬁ)r
a young New England boy like myself
thirty five years ago.

“I'am not inclined to tell anybody
what they ought to do. Tam more
inclined to present them with as many
options as LEey want. And justas Ido
when writing erotica, they can explore
something and decide they don’t want to
doiit. A lot of stuff that I've written I
don’t want to do. That’s not the point.
It’s in my fantasies. We shy awatg from
very taboo topics. I want all of those
things out on the table. When I came
out I'was told not to be a sexual person
who wasn’t nice. And I feel that I and
other people have suffered from that. It
is important to speak the unspoken.
Especially when I was perceived as only
being a pornographer, or perceived as
being filthy it was much more important
for me to not bear the burden of those
secret thoughts than anything else, than
the way that it might offend somebody.”

WHEN EDITING YOUR EROTIC
ANTHOLOGIES, DO YOU EVER READ
STORIES WHICH YOU FIND TOO OFFEN-
SIVE TO PUBLISH ?

There are some issues which are
very painful to me. One of them is boy
love. Tam not willing to take on the role
of the censor, but having been a youn
boy who was sexually active I am acute%y
and painfully aware of the power dis-
crepancies and I think that the whole
argument about boy love is not meaning-

I asked him when his failure to decide
should be considered a decision in itself—
after a month, two months, six months,
when? I asked if he even had a timeline for
deciding. To all of these, Mr. Wiest had no
direct response other than to imply that the
show wougg not be airing before May.
Although I reminded him of my two earlier
calls and that he was first offered this show
last May, Mr. Wiest could give me no indi-
cation of when, or even if, a decision would
ever be made.

Mr. Wiest further suggested that I con-
tact Bernie Roscetti, his immediate supervi-
sor and director of both public radio and
TV, as well as Robert Gardiner, president
and general manager of the whoﬁa Maine
system. I think I even got a chuckle out of
him when I mentioned Mr. Roscetti’s very
pointed, on-the-air references to “family”
Srogramming during December’s pledge

rive. I explained that I didn’t hold much
hope for anyone who was still using such
anti-gay buzzwords, especially after last
year’s local and nation;f electoral cam-
paigns.

At one point Mr. Wiest suggested that
he was trying to find a good time slot for
our program. He said that he didn’t want to
relegate it to Sundays at 11:00 pm as other
public stations do. I hope I spoke correctly
when I said that we would be happy to have
it broadcast then—we have VCRs—rather
than not see it at all. This seemed to be an
opening Mr. Wiest regarded as worthy of
further consideration. But, as ever, he
would not say.

I finished the interview by asking Mr.
Wiest how he recommends that we let our
feelings be known. He first replied that he

has already heard from a number of viewers.

ful. It just does not deal with the complexi-
ties of that situation and the exploitation that
sexually active boys go through because of
adult men. Any story that would glorify boy
love would automatically be suspect. I can’t
imagine it being complex enouEe;s writ-
ing.”

BUT IN YOUR OWN WRITING THERE IS A

LOT OF VOCABULARY OF DADDY AND SON?

“But that’s psycho-play between con-
senting adults and it’s very clear that it’s
always that. And I think that’s very powerful
stuff. That’s what a lot of our lives are about
right now in terms of our culture. We're all
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clinging to Jungian archetyses and look-
ing at things in that way an actiniout
various aspects of our lives. I think it's
all part of the creativity of gay sex that
we can get into that. We cross that line
when we get into playing into societal
exploitations.

“There are also certain things about
gay sex and gay porn which separate
them from other categories.
Heterosexual porn almost always
involves the degradation of a woman
and thus reinforces the societal stan-
dards of a woman’s degradation. Gay
porn is strikingly different in that the
reader, a gay male, can take either role.
The common woman reader can not
take either role in heterosexual porn as
it’s usually constructed. But the gay
male reading an S&M story is either the
master or the slave depenR;ng on his
moment.

“I am more and more convinced
that gay male porn, especially, S&M is
about a rite o(};nitiation. There is a ritu-
al being presented in an under-ritual-
ized world. Iam very intrigued by the
elements of costume; how in- much
S&M literature, for instance, the “boy”,
who is not necessarily younger by any
means, earns his leather, endures an
ordeal, is taught by a master. “What is
the violence ﬁoin ?” is the question of
importance. In F%esh and the Word 2,
the editor came back and was quite
stunned that there were two stories
which on first reading are rape stories,
and it wasn't until a second reading that
she understood that the supposed victim
was in control. And so that’s the com-
Elexity that becomes much less vile in a

omosexual context than in a heterosex-
ual one.”

ARE YOU REPORTING THESE RITES OF
INITIATION OR CREATING THEM?

“We as writers are both reporting
what’s happening in the bar and the
men in the bar are finding in our writ-
ings ways to fulfill their needs. The first
thing I ever wrote of any note was Mr.
Benson which appeared as a serial. I
found it very shocking that there were
clubs of men who purported to act out
each segment as it was published in the
magazine. It never dawned on me that

eople were going to do these things
Eecause I wasn’t going to do these
things, or not all of them anyway.
People are still responsible for what they
do. They’re responsible for how they
interpret the writing. If someone is
uncreative enough to not come up with
his own sex life and follows my writings,
I don't feel that’s my responsibility.” ¢

that this story
might be the first
notice many
Maine gays and
lesbians have that
this show even
exists.

is an open and rea-
sonable man, as I am sure he believes him-
self to be. On the other hand, he has rele-
gated our show to the shelf without consid-
ering the homophobic nature

of thaf'act. People like Mr. Wiest find
validation for their dismissal of our concerns
in the social and professional acceptance of
second-class treatment for lesbians and gay
men. This kind of internalized and institu-
tionalized discrimination is even harder to
fight than thel]as r Wymans of the world,

who freely admit they are fighting us.

This is an important issue. Visibifity in
mainstream media is the number one way to
battle the ignorance that fosters homopho-
bia. Ihope to follow up on this story next
month. Take the time to contact Maine
Public Television right away.

It is clear they need a push.

NEW YORK CITY
EMPLOYEES GET LIMIT-

ED BENEFITS

Mayor David Dinkins of New
York City signed two executive
orders granting lesbians and gay
men domestic partnership bene-
fits, including a benefit allowing a
city employee to take a leave of
absence without pay to care for a
partner’s newborn child.

Noticeably absent from the
executive orders was a grant of
full health benefits to domestic
partners of city employees. Gay
and lesbian leaders were critical
of Dinkins and called on him to
fulfill his 1989 campaign promise
to give lesbian and %':\ city
employees full healt {>enefits.

In signing the executive orders,
Dinkins established a city registry
where city employees can register
their relationships. Registering a
relationship is the first step in
being eligible for benefits.

New York joins about 25 other
cities which have domestic part-
nership legislation.

OREGONIANS
WOULD OPPOSE
COLORADO-TYPE

INITIATIVE

Despite strong support for an
anti-lesbian and gay initiative, a
recent poll shows that Oregonians
would still oppose an anti-gay and
lesbian initiative even if it was
couched in milder terms such as
the one that won in Colorado.

In November, Oregon voters
defeated an initiative that would
have required schools to teach
that homosexuality is abnormal
and perverse and prohibited the
use of state funds to “encourage”
or “facilitate” homosexuality, as
well as forced the repeal of any
local laws prohibiting discrimina-
tion against lesbians and gay men.

Lon Mabon, head of the
Oregon Citizens Alliance, the reli-
Eious fundamentalist group which

acked the anti-gay initiative, said
that he would try to get a
Colorado-type initiative on the
1994 ballot.

In a poll commissioned by the
Washington Blade , 59 percent of
the 809 voters polled said that
they would vote against an initia-
tive worded in a manner similar to

GAY SAILOR

MURDERED IN JAPAN

The UL.S. Navy is investigating
whether a sailor based in south-
ern Japan was murdered six
weeks ago because he was a
homosexual.

Seaman Allen Richard
Schindler, 22, was beaten to
death at midnight on Oct. 27 in
a public restroom in a park near
Sasebo Naval Base in Japan.

A newspaper report said two
of Schindler’s were taken into
custody. The report also said
that Schindler, who had been in
the Navy for four years, had told
his superiors that he was gay,
and at the time of his death the
Navy was preparing to discharge
him. Friends and relatives of
Schindler say that the sailor had
received threats and had been
harassed by other sailors
because he was gay.

ENGLAND’S HOUSE
OF LORDS TO
DECIDE IF S/M IS
LEGAL

The House of Lords heard an
appeal by a group of gay men in
case that is expected to settle
whether sadomasichistic sex,
both heterosexual and homosex-
ual, will be legal in Britain.

The men were arrested five
years ago during a nationwide
police campaign that resulted in
42 arrests of alleged members of
a gay male S/M group. Sixteen
were convicted and eight
received prison sentences.

According to the London
weekly *Capital Gay, the appeal
centered on whether the law
should draw the line on bodily
harm when determining the legal
definition of “consent.”

Baroness Ane Mallalieu, rep-
resenting the gay men, argued
that the law should interfere in
consenting sexual acts only if
they take place in public. She
said the men should never have
been tried in the first place, since
no complaint was made to the
police, and since the activities
were private, did not involve
children or animals, and did not
cause serious or permanent
injuries.

THE FACTS ABOUT HIV & AIDS

WHAT Is T2

HIV (Human Immunodeficiency. Virus) is the virus that causes AIDS (Acquired
Immunodeficiency Syndrome). HIV attacks the immune system and weakens it over time.
AIDS is a diagnosis that a person infected with HIV receives after the virus has severely dam-
aged her/his immune system.

How DOES IT SPREAD?

HIV is transmitted through certain body fluids: blood, semen, vaginal secretions (includes
menstrual blood, cervical discharge, and fluids of sexual lubrication), and breast milk. There is
no evidence that the virus is transmitted through saliva, tears or sweat. HIV may be present in
urine and feces if blood is present in either of these substances. HIV is spread from person to
person in the following ways:

SEXUAL INTERCOURSE
_anal intercourse (penis in anus/rectum)
_vaginal intercourse (penis in vagina)
_oral sex (mouth to vagina, mouth to penis, mouth to anus).

BLOOD TO BLOOD CONTACT
_sharing needles (for intravenous drugs, steroids, ear piercing or tattooing)
_through open cuts or sores (including blood brother/blood sister rituals)
_blood transfusions prior to 1985 when no antibody test existed (According to the American
Red Cross, there is a 1 in 40,000 chance of contracting the virus through a transfusion today.)

BIRTH
_A mother can transmit the virus to a child before or during birth, and after birth through
breast feeding.

PROTECT YOURSELF!

_Use a latex condom every time for anal or vaginal intercourse (fucking). Be sure to use a
good lubricant in order to reduce friction and make the condom less likely to break.
Lubrication for latex condoms must always be water based like KY or Wet. Lubricants that
contain petroleum or oils (vaseline, crisco, baby oil, etc.) will quickly dissolve the condom
and cause it to break. Note: water soluble lubricant is not the same as water based, and
may contain oils—read labels carefully!

_Use a non-lubricated condom for oral sex on a penis (blow job). For best results, use a wet
cloth to gently wipe the powder off the condom before putting it in your mouth. Some
people choose to avoid condoms by licking the shaft and balls of the penis without putting
the tip of the penis in their mouth.

_Use a latex or plastic wrap barrier for oral-vaginal sex (going down) or oral-anal sex (rim-
ming). Barriers you can use include common plastic wraps like saran or glad wrap (some
come tinted in fun colors), a condom cut lengthwise to form a square, or a dental dam
(piece of latex used during dental procedures, often flavored). For added pleasure, you
might try putting lubricant on the side of the barrier facing the vagina or anus (always use a
water based lubricant for latex barriers).

_Don't share sex toys. If you must share, make sure to wash them in hot, soapy water
between users. When sharing dildos, one partner can use it with a condom, then remove
the condom before passing the dildo to the next person.

_If you're an |.V. drug user, avoid sharing needles. If you must share needles, be sure to
cleanse them properly with bleach between users. To do this, fill the chamber of the nee-
dle with bleach and squirt it out, then fill the chamber with water and squirt that out.
Repeat the process one more time. This will kill any HIV that may have entered the needle
from the last person using it.

_Remember, the point here is to always avoid receiving blood, semen or vaginal secretions in
your mouth, rectum, vagina, the tip your penis, or on any open cuts or sores.

_There are lots of activities that pose virtually no risk for HIV transmission. Some include
kissing, massage, masturbation, phone sex, bathing, etc. Be creative!

_Use of alcohol and other drugs can cloud your judgement and cause you to put yourself at
‘risk. Substance use/abuse also lowers the body’s immune system, making transmission
even more likely.

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JON GREENBERG SPEAKS
AT
MATLOVICH MEETING
“AIDS: An Open Systems Approach”

Jon Greenberg, a former spokesperson
for ACT UP/New York and current director
of the Treatment Alternatives Project, was
invited back by the Matlovich Society to
speak on January 14th. Last winter, he
spoke on the AIDS Cirisis (he started by
saying it’s over, which raised a few eye-
brows), and gave a workshop on alternative
treatments for AIDS (focusing less on par-
ticular treatments than on PWA’s becoming
empowered enough to manage their health
care and their lives). Back then, his criti-
cisms targeted, among others, direct action
groups and entrenched AIDS service orga-
nizations. This time around, his focus was
more on how PWA’s live with AIDS, and,
secondarily, on how the rest of the world
understands AIDS. Since he is a person
very in touch with his anger, mixed in with
the metaphysics were frequent, witty asides
focusing on the shortcomings of a rogues
gallery of presidents, doctors, social work-
ers, straight white middle-class males, etc.

Jon led an appreciative audience of
about thirty through a sometimes rambling
(he calls this ranting) yet logical series of
musings on living with AIDS, on empower-
ment, on unlearning false messages, on
spiritual growth. (:Eening with a parable
from a footnote to the Tao Te Ching - a
story of apparent blessings bringing misfor-
tune, and seeming disasters turning into
good fortune - he returned over and over to
the message that living with AIDS has been
a blessing to him, that this has taught him
the lessons he values most. He even
offered that if he knew what he knows now,
and would again learn the same things he
has from this life with AIDS, that he would
walk the same path toward HIV infection if
he had it to do all over again.

Jon charted his reaction to his HIV
status and living with AIDS - a passage
through fear, angfr, ublic outrage,
empowerment, the sEedding of illusions,
peace, love and respect, clarity, and finally
to a state of grace and trust in the universe.
He offered a disclaimer that these were

rsonal truths he was going to share,
E:;med from his body, that no one was
obliged to accept their universality. He
acknowledged diversity among PWA’s, that
he didn’t wish to invalidate anyone else’s
reality by sharing his own. He proposed
that life is made up of change, of pain, and
ultimately of deaﬂg), and that our society
fears all these things.

This fear, he said, denies what life
reallyis. And AIDS, which brings change,

ain, and death becomes the focus of this

ear. Jon Greenberg would argue that
AIDS is nothing to fear, that living with
AIDS is living, yet another diverse way of
]ivini‘that is not a punishment, not a curse,
just different. What the “normal” immune
system does, he suggested, is just one defi-
nition of health, an%gits an assumption to
believe that living with AIDS is less
healthy. In fact, Jon might argue that his

immune system is at least as healthy as that
of a non-PWA.

Jon mentioned he was living with, not
effortlessly, at least four opportunistic infec-
tions: hel:i)es, cryptospiridium, kaposi's sar-
coma, and cryptococcus. His strate%g has
been to aggressively diagnose, with the help
of his physician, the activity of these infec-
tions, to counter-attack vigorously to con-
tain the extent of their impact, and to even-
tually achieve a stasis where he and these
viruses, bacteria, fungi, and cancers can co-
exist. In the case of a PWA’s immune sys-
tem, the barrier that either kept out or ren-
dered impotent these pathogens no longer
exists, or is at least greatly diminished.
Globally and in his own body, in the
absence of barriers, Jon Greenberg finds
acceptance, learning, and even love.

Turning to a diagram at this point to
illustrate how barriers, geographical, soci-
etal, and physiological may cause more
harm than good, he drew several parallels.
Countries war, racial exclusion exploded in
the L.A. riots, and a “normal” immune sys-
tem reacts to the “other” with fevers, con-
gestion and diarrhea. He asked us to accept
that AIDS breaks down the walls between a
person and the rest of the bio-diverse
world, between life and death, between
ourselves and the inner truths we are given
this lifetime to learn. Greenberg’s lecture
attempted to redefine AIDS, not as a virus,
not as a public health emergency, but as an
opportunity.

The next day, a few PWA’s joined Jon
at the Living Room North to share experi-
ences. Again the talk turned to the spiritual
journey of living with AIDS, to near-geath
experiences, to glorious months. of clarity
aftirming a person’s spiritual purpose, to
particular trials and tn'bulationslS]at had
offered lessons of peace and reconciliation.
There was talk of the gulf between those
with AIDS in their bodies.and those on the
outside, when friends try to reform a PWA’s
approach to health and?;)ngevity into one
conforming with their own, when talk of
mysticism and knowledge of death brings
close friends to the anguish of having to let
go. The hard lessons of pain and disability
were weighed against the joy of spiritual
awakening and the adventure of relearnin
life, and again Jon preached of AIDS being
a gift and a blessing. Such a great gift, he
begilieves, that it will help this world heal
itself. ¢

AIDS ACTIVIST VINCENT BOULANGER DIES

Vincent Boulanger of Gray, one of the longest living people with AIDS in
Maine, died in his home on Tuesday, January 5.

Boulanger was widely known in the community as an AIDS education
activist. Since his diagnosis in 1986, he worked with The AIDS Project and
the State Department of Education, giving talks to numerous high schools and
community groups across the state. He spoke frankly about his own fears
about people with AIDS. He was a strong advocate of clear, explicit informa-
tion about safer sex for youth.

Boulanger was one of the first in Maine to go public with his HIV status.
Over the years, he was the subject of numerous newspaper and television sto-
ries on AIDS, and was perhaps the most interviewed PWA in the state. He felt
strongly that more people needed to come out about their HIV status. He
thought that only by keeping the face of AIDS in the public eye could igno-
rance, fear, and discrimination be overcome.

In 1988, he appeared in *Newsweek with another Portland AIDS activist,
Frannie Peabody, when she was honored as one of the 50 unsung heroes in
each of the states who have made a difference in their communities. In 1991,
Vincent appeared with Peabody on the television show “Good Morning,
America.” -

“Vincent had a kind of tenacity, determination and will that was truly
remarkable.” said Frannie Peabody. “He was very courageous through many
battles with his illness. And he was blessed with parents who supported him
completely. | have worked with many families struck by AIDS. That kind of
family support is rare, and makes all the difference in a person’s struggle with
AIDS.”

Boulanger served on the board of directors of The AIDS Project from 1987
to 1989, and was a regular donor to their annual AIDS benefit art auction.

In addition to his work with AIDS, he was a vocal advocate for community
safety and civil rights for gays and lesbians. He was the victim of a vicious
attack because he was gay, but did not win the case against his assailants. He
spoke openly about his gay identity whenever he gave talks about AIDS.

On World AIDS DAy 1992, Boulanger participated in the Portland
Museum of Art’s observance of “A Day Without Art, “ which focused on the
impact of AIDS on the arts. In the fall, the Museum installed “Vincent’s
Jouc;ney,” a porcelain life mask of Boulanger done by Portland artist, Paul
Rodrigue.

Boulanger remained active throughout his last year of life. He turned 30 in
July, marking seven years of living with HIV. Boulanger was an artist who
worked in several different media. He was also a naturalist and attributed
much of his knowledge about nature to his many years as a Boy Scout. He
kept a garden at his home in Gray, and created bonsai in recent years. He
found the small, painstaking work helped him to fight the loss of mobility in
his hands. During early bouts of paralysis, his creativity found outlets in quilts
and soft sculpture. An early quilt of cats won first prize at the Cumberland
Fair.

Vincent Boulanger is survived by his mother, Shirley, and father, Donald,
who were his primary caregivers, a brother, Jeffrey, two grandmothers, and his
persian cat, Lucy. A memorial service will be held on Sunday, January 31 at
3:00 p.m. at First Parish Church in Portland. The family has asked that memo-
rial gifts be sent to the Peabody Fund at The AIDS Project, 22 Monument Sq.,
Portland, ME 04101.

NORWAY INTRO-

The government of Norway
proposed a law in December taht
would allow gay men and les-
bians to marry in much the same
manner as heterosexuals do.

The Minister of Children and
Families, Grete Berget, said she
hoped Parliament would adopt
the law this year.

It would allow gay men and
lesbians to register their partner-
ship with a notary public the same
way straight couple do in a civil -
ceremony. The gay and lesbian
couples would have the rights and
obligations of a married couple,
except for adopting children and
being married in a church.

NEW ZEALAND’S ARMED
FORCES SUPPORT LIFTING OF
BAN

In a letter leaked to New
Zealand’s gay press, Defense
Minister Warren Cooper said the
country’s armed forces are willing
to end the ban on gay men and
lesbians in the military.

The letter said that the armed
forces will agree to comply with
proposed legislation to outlaw dis-
crimination based on sexual ori-
entaion. The legislation is expect-

- ed to be adopted by New

Zealand’s parliament in the near
future.
