Director’s note

William Inge’s Bus Stop is a glimpse of human behavior from 1955. Historically,
lke was president, smoking was in, gender correct language was unheard of,
rotary dial phones were new and the revolution of the 60’s was too far ahead to
even contemplate. So, you may ask, what drew us to do such a dated play?

The company of Bus Stop met this question of merit nearly every night of
rehearsal. We talked about male assumptions of women’s virtue, about the
language and sexual standards of the 50’s. We discussed the sometimes
abusive behavior and political and religious views that influenced social
relationships. We examined the western (cowboy) influence on the period
through movies, Hollywood stars and country values. We viewed Marilyn
Monroe, Roy Rogers, Buddy Holly and Frank Sinatra through our landscape of
investigation and most of all, we discussed the impact this show might have on
you, our audience.

Finally we focused on playwright Inge’s view of the meaning of love,
generational differences in romance and the ageless pursuit of personal
connection with another human being. We think these are the redeeming,
universal themes in Bus Stop and hope you will agree with us.

Production Biographies

William Inge, Playwright

William Inge’s Kansas boyhood is reflected in many of his works. Inge was born in
Independence on May 3, 1913. In 1943, he moved to St. Louis, Missouri, where he
worked as the drama and music critic for the St. Louis Times. Within three months

he had completed Farther Off From Heaven, which was produced by Margo Jones in
Dallas. Inge returned to a teaching position at Washington University in St. His next
effort evolved into a play that earned Inge the title of most promising playwright of the
1950 Broadway season. The play was Come Back, Little Sheba.

In 1953, Picnic opened at The Music Box Theatre in New York City. Picnic won Inge a
Pulitzer Prize, The Drama Critic Circle Award, The Outer Circle Award, and The Theatre
Club Award. Inge’s next success came in 1955 when Bus Stop opened at The Music
Box Theatre in New York City. Directed by Joshua Logan, the film version of Bus Stop
was released by Fox in 1956 with Marilyn Monroe, Don Murray and Eileen Heckart

in starring roles. Inge’s fame continued to grow as The Dark at the Top of the Stairs,

a reworking of his first play Farther Off From Heaven opened on Broadway. In 1960,
Inge’s first screenplay, Splendor in the Grass was filmed in New York. It starred Natalie
Wood, Pat Hingle and newcomer Warren Beatty. Splendor in the Grass was a triumph
for Inge and won him an Academy Award for Best Screenplay.

Inge died on June 10, 1973 at his home in Hollywood, where he lived with his sister,
Helene. He was 60 years old. He was buried in Mt. Hope Cemetery in his hometown of
Independence, KS. His headstone reads simply, “Playwright.

Thomas A. Power, Director

Professor Thomas A. Power, director, teacher and playwright is recognized nationally in
TeachersCount and has collaborated with notable theatre artists during his tenure here at
USM. He is the recipient of a number of awards for play writing including Small Talk, The
Bridge and Grannia, the musical. Professor Power is @ member of the Dramatist Guild.




Christopher Price, Scenic Designer

Christopher Price works in theater, radio and television as a director, a scenic designer,
an actor and a voice artist. Maine credits include work with The University of Southern
Maine, Portland Stage Company, The Theater Project, The Public Theater and The
Mad Horse Theater Company. He has narrated performances with The Portland
Symphony, MPBN, The Portland Ballet and The Atlantic Chamber Orchestra and
voiced numerous audio books and radio dramas. He holds a Master’s Degree from The
Harvard University Graduate School of Design and lives in Portland.

Shannon Zura, Lighting and Designer

Shannon recently designed the set for Opera House Arts’ Brilliant Traces; the lights

and sound for Bloomsburg Theatre Ensemble’s Leading Ladies; lights for Penobscot
Theatre’s Wit and Big Picture Show’s Switch Triptych; the lights and the sound

for Opera House Arts’ Last Gas; the sound for Portland Stage Company’s Veils,

Hidden Tennessee, and God of Carnage; and the set for PORTopera’s La Fille du
Regiment and InterAct Theatre Company’s Black Pearl Sings. Shannon holds an M.F.A.
in Lighting Design from Temple University and is an associate professor of theatre at
the University of Southern Maine.

Joan Larkins Mather, Costume Designer

Joan Larkins Mather, assistant professor of theatre, Department of Theatre Chair,
received a MFA in Costume Design at California State University, Fullerton. She joined
USM's faculty in 2012 and teaches in the areas of costuming and makeup. In addition
to designing costumes for many of the USM Department of Theatre shows, she has
designed for the Public Theatre, Stonington Opera House Arts, Bath Shakespeare
Festival, and Theatre at Monmouth. Before moving to Maine, she designed costumes
for Western Stage, Good Company Players, Maples Repertory Theatre, Cabaret
Repertory Theatre, and the Central California Ballet. Other professional work includes
costume construction at Maine State Music Theatre Rentals, PORTopera, the American
Conservatory Theatre, Berkeley Repertory Theatre; the Utah Shakespeare Festival,
Cal Shakes and the Great River Shakespeare Festival. Her designs for A Mid-Summer
Night's Dream at Truman State University were featured in the 2005 World Stage
Design Exhibition in Toronto.
