The transferi ng of two- year .• 
busi ness stud-ents to the f our­
year programs and di scussi on 
to set up a Campus Cour.cil 
commit tee t o l ook f or a new 
UMP Provost and Dean were the 
hi ghl ight i tems of the Campus 
Council meeti ng of April 17 . 

The question of establ ish­
i ng Guidelines for Confi dent­
i ali ty 9f Student Records was 
tabled because of l ack of ac­
t ion by the Student Genate. 
The Council had requested cui ­
dance f r om tRe student body, 
but no word has been r eceived. 

On a motion " that student 
aJpointments t o the Campus Coun­
cil committees not requi re ap­
pr oval by t he Campus Council," 
by s t ude~t Eddi e Bear d , a vote 
was taken and the i tem passed. 
tieard sai d that students had 
adopted the policy of abstain­
i ng on voti ng for facul ty oem­
bers of committees and t hat 
students felt they had an i n­
her~nt right to appoint student 
members t o commi ttees . 

O~ t he earlier action , the 
C.ouncil recommende_d that " stu­
dents who completed the Assoc­
iate Business Program wit h a 
cumulative averac;e of 2 . 4 or 
better and who satisfy the. basic 
admissions requir-ements of the 
college they pro~ose to enter, 
be permitted t o transfer into 
the four- year programs. " With 
a 3.0 aver age or better t he 
t r ansfer coul d take pl ace after 
the first year. The Council 
a l so suggested " tbat no t rans­
fer credit be gi ven fo ~ courses 
completed in t he Ass. Bus. Pro .
