To some, the I re ch-language
folk music of south¢ 'n Louisiana is
defined by its limits - rhythms lim-
ited to waltz and t 'o-ctep, chords
limited by the o e-row button
accordion, instrume. ts limitad to
squeezebox, fiddle, g1 tar and trian-

- gle.

Michael Doucet’s perception is
quite different. Douct t is a fiddler,
the leader of the Cajur band Beauso-
leil, and he is one of the main reasons
people outside Louisia 1a know what
they know about this rural, once-iso-
lated culture.

To Doucet, who brings Beausoleil
to Lewiston on March 8, the simple
fabric of Cajun music provides a
canvas for a rich and diverse stylis-
tic landscape. He explains that dur-
ing two centuries of Cajun history,

. the music has absorbed countless in-
¢ fluences, while remaining true to it-

self.

“It’s always in flux, and you can
look at any period, any time, and
pick out a style that is completely
different from maybe five years be-
fore or after,” he says. ‘“That’s
what’s so intriguing about the music.
It’s so elastic, you can’t really go
wrong.”’

And, he adds - perhaps in an im-

. plicit rebuff to critics of his eclectic

approach- “I'm not someone from -
outside the culture dissecting it, I'm -,

Franco-Americans provide

LEWISTON — Franco-American support-
ers of the arts on Tuesday night “bowled
"over” a representative of the Maine Arts
Commission with ideas to attract grant
money to the Twin Cities. -

Representatives of the state Arts Commis-
sion and Maine Arts Inc., met with about 30
local Franco-Americans at Bates College’s
Olin Arts Center in an effort to shape a grant
application to the National Endowment for

-the Arts.

I was absolutely bowled over by the num-
ber of people who showed up and by the
broad representation of the Franco-Ameri-

can community as well as by the wonderful

ideas,” said David Cadigan of the Maine
Arts Commission.

The National Endowment for the Arts is
making funds available to state art agencys
to work in partnership with communities to

develop and give stability to arts programs. .

The NEA wants to make arts more accessi-
ble, particularly in ‘“underserved commu-
nities,” which lack established programs.
Up to $150,000 could come to Maine.

Representatives from the state Arts Com-
mission have been meeting with ‘Franco-
American groups and others since they re-
ceived the NEA guidelines in late January.

“It is an extremely difficult task to put
this proposal together,” Cadigan said, He
said the guidelines for the grant proposal
are so broad that not only did he need to hear

of specific ideas, he was also serching for -

ideas for a general focus. “We really need
your input,” he said.’

“I feel what definitely must be done is to
isolate and evaluate ethnicity as an Ameri-
can treasure” said Raoul Pinette. “As

Franco-Americans, we are a treasure and
we are scmething to promote. . .. Our fore-
fathers understood this.”

Suggestions included rehabilitating the
Grand Trunk Railroad Depot to a museum, .
reinstituting the Franco-American Festival,
organizing a team of French-speaking peo-
ple, developing a statewide network of
Franco organizations, introducing the
Franco culture in local schools and creating
and preserving tapes and videos of Franco
music and dance.

All suggestions were enthusiastically re-
ceived by the crowd.

Katherine Knowles, executive director of

LA Arts, said, ‘‘the community is reédy and

needs this kind of focus.””

Both Cadigan and Hazard will be working
in the next three weeks to put together the
grant application.

Lewiston Méyor James - Howaniec said

after the meeting that he felt it had been a

very interesting and productive evening.

“It seems we impressed the people from
the commission,” he said. “I hope this proc-

_ess bears fruit. We are certainly an under-
