Last year at this time the Lewiston Public Library initiated a program
of films, concerts and lectures which we called "LPL Plus". Since
then, the stunning success of "LPL Plus" -- both in terms of the impact
that it has had on the cultural life of our community and in terms of
the response that it has elicited from residents of both Lewiston and
Auburn -- has earned for the Library and for the community a well
deserved state-wide reputation.
