ROCKWELL KENT SHOW TO OPEN
AT BOWDOIN COLLEGE FRIDAY

BRUNSWICK, Me.--An exhibit of nearly 90 works showing the growth of a famed
artist from youth to maturity will open at the Bowdoin College Museum of Art Friday
(Dec. 22). The recently acquired "Rockwell Kent Collection", now a part of the Museum's
permanent collection, consists of six oil paintings and 82 watercolors and drawings,
covering a period from 1907 to 1940.

Describing the exhibit, which will continue through Jan. 28, Richard V. West,
Director of the Museum, said "The paintings, drawings and watercolors in this
collection provide a varied cross section of Rockwell Kent's activities as painter,
draftsman and illustrator. They range over a wide variety of style and technique,
from finished paintings and watercolors to sketches and notations intended for use in
the studio. As such, they provide an insight, otherwise unavailable, into the artist's
creative process and methods."

The growth of the late Mr. Kent as an artist is evident not only through viewing
a succession of his works but, in at least two cases, may be seen in a single work.
For example, Kent's '"Sun, Manana, Monhegan", which was first painted in 1907, was cut
down and overpainted in certain areas, perhaps as late as the 1960's. Mr. West
describes this as "a document of the youthful Rockwell Kent as edited by the elder
Rockwell Kent."

In the catalogue accompanying the exhibit, Mr. West writes "For those who know
the work of Rockwell Kent only through a single painting or print, this collection
should reveal new and unexpected facets of the artist. Those familiar with the artist

and his work will--hopefully--have their expectations reaffirmed.
