One reason for the liberal's
slower wate of movement 'is one's
praguaiic, cmnlirical approach to'
life and institutions.

Another .reason
for this apparent indecisiveness,
which is really only a slower
process of decision-making, is the
liberal's universal outlook, the
belief that. it not only makes sense
but is morally good to view all
sides of a question and try to
understand all points of view. :
The radical finds this wishy-washy...
The liberal' in turn accuses the
radical of dogmatism, self-
righteousness, and thinking that
one has a monopoly on truth, an
attitude that the liberal con81ders
extremely dangerous.
The value the liberal places on

a universal view leads to the be-
lief that tolerance is a virtue.
Tolerance has.a bad name among
activists these days: they inter-
pret it as a patronizing, "we'll let
you live even if you are sick"
~attitude. There is more to' it than
that. No one can accept every
point of view all the time. ' The
making of value judgments 'is a
part of the human condition, and
there will always be some points
of view that one finds completely
unacceptable. . However, the liberal
ethos condemns interference with
free expression of opinion. There-
fore, tolerance, the non-inter-
ference with persons one finds
obnoxious, is for the liberal the
only moral course, Anyone who
claims to believe in freedom of
thought and then harrasses those
who live unpopular life-styles is
not a liberal. PFurthermore, the
liberal believes, one should listen
even to those one finds obnoxious,
because one just might learn some-
'thlng from them.

~“In the last issue of MGTFN, 1
‘wrote that liberalism proceeds from
principle. 1 hope that the present

essay has explained this. I should
like also, in conclusion, to
acknowledge the liberals' debt to

the radicals. The radicals invent
the theories from which we pick out
bits and pieces.

An
excellently written leaflet by
Miriam Dyak was distributed by the
picketers to the crowd viewing
the train, The train was picketed
because the exhibits ignore the
contributions to American life of
Gays, women, racial and ethnic
minorities, and poor people. The
exhiblts praise big business, cfn-
spicuous consumption, commercial-
iaed "culture," and mindless nat-
ionalism, while ignoring the pol-
lution, poverty, oppression and
war that these values have brought
about.
