(NEWS #1:) YOUTH INPUT NEEDED FOR THE ANNUAL MAINE YOUTH SUMMIT.

The Maine Youth Summit is an event that takes place in June and has historically been held for two days at Unity College and other
locations. Portland

Outright receives funding from the Bureau of Health to plan this event in collaboration with other Maine Outrights and additional
organizations.

The Maine Youth Summit is a place for youth 22 and under to come together for a weekend of community organizing and education to
address heatth issues of gay, lesbian, bisexual, transgender, and questioning (GLBTQ) young people. While the focus of the Summit will
continue to be on GLBTQ youth health issues, this year we would like to make a commitment to incorporate more issues of race, religion,
class, ability, etc. and address oppression as a whole. This is because we recognize that all oppressions and health are connected and that
people must work together for social change.

Here's where you come in!!! It's time to start planning this year's Youth Summit, and we'd like your help. We are looking for youth 22 and
under from around the state to be on the 2005 Planning Committee. We welcome youth of all sexual orientations, gender identities, races,
classes, abilities, political affiliations, religious or spiritual beliefs, heatth statuses, etc. who have a commitment to creating a fabulous Youth
Summit that addresses heatth issues for GLBTQ youth. The Planning Committee will be a space for youth to plan the Summit with their
ideas, skills and voices. We encourage adults (23 and over) to support the youth involved.

The first meeting is: Sunday, January 2, 1pm-4pm, at Portland Outright.

Future meeting times and locations will be discussed at the first meeting. We would like to make meetings as accessible to as many youth
as possible.

In past years, travel expenses for the planning committee have not been reimbursed. But we want as many youth as possible to be a part of
the planning meetings, so we will begin reimbursing for travel; however, because our budget is VERY tight, we can only reimburse at 16
cents per mile (rather than the state standard of 32 cents/mile). If additional funding is secured, this may change. Please keep track of your
mileage; the process to be reimbursed will be covered at the first meeting.
