This is blatant
discrimination, which we are trying to fight legally. However, in order to still participate Claire has to play by Disney's rules. She cannot afford
to pay double rent with the very small salary Disney offers. This concert is designed to help raise half of her rental amount to help her out. For
details of the concert look under the listing for January 1Sth.

Yes. People who want to organize an activity for the GLBT and/or | community are free to set whatever requirements or restrictions they
want to on the activity they're organizing. If you want to organize a "women only" camping trip, a "men only" drumming night, a "youth from
age 18-24 only" dance, or a day frip to a water park for GLBTI "couples with children”, that would be fine.

"mostly-straight-but-GLBTI-friendly", then do it!

interview process or attempt to verify "queer” status. It's up to you to behave appropriately for whatever level of anonymity/security you feel
you need.
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
