(NEWS #1 :) Govemor Baldacci has submitted a non-discrimination bill for LGBT people: "An Act to Prevent Discrimination", LR128. With 
your help, discrimination against LGBT people will become itlegal in the state of Maine. The govemor's bill makes it lllegal to discriminate in 
employment, housing, credlt, public accommodations and educational opportunities based on sexual orientation or gender identity and 
expression. The bill will have a public hearing in earty March (no date has been set yet). Equality Maine is still seeking people who have 
experienced discrimination to testify. If you or someone you know has experienced discrimination, please contact them. One of the greatest 
influences on legislators are letters from their constituents. Please take a moment now to contact your legislators in support of 
the Govemor's non-discrimination bill. Don't know your legislators? No problem. Equality Maine's web page will stiD aHow you to 
email a quick, easy letter of support and encouragement for the bill to him/her.
