This category is for non-social notices about the GLB Tl community and ifs members that you think other GLBTI community members might 
like to know about ... things like: births, deaths, adoptions, commitments, graduations, promotions, new jobs, awards, shows, ongoing 
classes, trying-to-start-a-group, etc. 

Guidelines for political announcements in The FAN. 
1. Political notices MUST have a social activity component to them. Postings for rames of various sorts, envelope-6tuffing parties, funcl­
raising dinners, etc. are au acceptable. Postings that simply state a position, ask for money, or ask for a vote are not acceptable. 
2. Polilical notices must be related in an obvious way to GLBTI concems. The Maine GLBTI Civil Rights Bill, that is obivously related to our 
concems. A rally against bear baiting, that is not obviously related to our concems. 
3. This is an equal-opportunity newsletter. l'm Just as willing to post stuff from the Log Cabin Republicans as I am from the StonewaU 
Democrats, or anyone in between. 
4. If a posting is sent to me in time to be inserted in a regular issue of The FAN, then that is where it will appear. ln politics, however, a lot of 
things seem to happen on 2 or 3 days notice. So, if I get a notice for an "emergency" rally that is ta king place in 2 days, 1 will often do an 
unscheduled special maHing to everyone on the list to let them know about il The subject line of al l  unscheduled special postings will
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
