CAVEATS:

All newsletters are emailed BCC, and the email list is not given out to anyone. Still, keep in mind that while this newsletter is for
the GLBTI community, not everyone on the mailing list may be a "family" member. People ask to be put on the list and | put them

on. There is no interview process or attempt to verify "queer” status. It's up to you to behave appropriately for whatever level of
anonymity/security you feel you need.
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
