THE DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE "CHARLES O. HOWARD MEMORIAL FOUNDATION" AND "THE HOWARD
FOUNDATION"

When | first established the Charles O. Howard Memorial Foundation, it was for several purposes: 1) to have a monument erected
at the site in honor of Charlie Howard, 2) to establish a scholarship fund for high school and non-traditional college students, 3) to
establish an educational program on diversity to educate the public and schools on the benefits of diversity and the values it has
in the communities and 4) to have a Multicultural Days Bangor festival to educate the people of Maine just how diverse the state
is.

More than a year into this project, the board started changing the philosophy. By the time | realized what was going on, it was too
late. They only wanted the monument up and then close down the organization. This is still true! They will dissolve after the
monument is up and they are working very hard with the Cultural Commission to do so! After giving it a lot of thought, | stepped
down and formed the Howard Foundation in order to keep alive the other goals that the Charles O. Howard Memorial Foundation
decided not to pursue. The Howard Foundation is going to continue with the goals of education, scholarships and festival.

There are, however, some people who are choosing not to support either foundation because they feel it is too confusing as to
which one to support. It saddens me to think that if people were excited in the beginning but are now confused, they cannot at
least take the time to contact either organization and ask questions. | am always available to answer them. My email, land
address, phone numbers are out there, yet no one has contacted me. | hope that now folks will do so.
