1. Robin Lambert passes away. The LGBT community moumns the death of one of its grandest pioneers. Robin Lambert of
Portland passed away last week after a long and hard-fought battle with AIDS.

If you knew Robin only in the last few years, you missed out on the extraordinary human being he was. A founding member of
EqualityMaine who recently served as vice-president, Robin was often the lone Republican in the LGBT movement in the 70's,
80's and 90's. He was a proud supporter and friend of Senator Olympia Snowe, Senator William Cohen, and Senator Susan
Collins. Over time Robin persuaded many in the Republican Party to support equal rights for all.

Robin was also an early advocate for addressing the complicated and important issues surrounding HIV and its impact on Maine.
As an openly gay man with many friends at risk for the infection, he recognized immediately the deadly potential of the virus to
affect all Maine people. He was appointed to Governor McKeman's AIDS Advisory Committee in 1987 and served on that
committee for a number of years.

Robin will be missed dearly. Visiting hours will be Thursday, Nov. 2, 7-9pm, at Jones, Rich and Hutchins Funeral Home, 199
Woodford Street, Portland.

The Maine Governor and U.S. Senate Races

In a recent conversation with a person much younger than myself, we were discussing GLBTI rights. To my dismay, the person
made the statement there was no longer any reason to vote, that we have GLBTI Equal Rights in Maine. This is NOT true. We
have some legal protections but we do not have fully Equal Rights.

We will soon be selecting our next elected officials for Gov., many State offices and our next Senator. It is imperative that we work
to support and elect people who will support us. Gov. Baldacci has a long history of supporting the GLBTI community, his
opponent, Mr. Woodcock does not.

Senator Olympia Snowe does not support "Gay Marriage". She has indicated she would have supported the Defense of Marriage
Act. Her opponent, Jean Hay-Bright, Democrat, has long supported Equal Rights for all GLBTI people and she would have
opposed the Defense of Marriage Act.

Olympia Snowe portrays herself as a moderate. Looking at her Congressional Record, it shows she voted 82% of the time with
the Bush administration. She voted for the Iraq War and all the additional funding bills for the war. She has voted against habeas
corpus, supported Judges Alito and Roberts to the Supreme Court, voted for the Bankruptcy Bill and against an amendment to
protect the families of the soldiers fighting the war! She voted to repeal the estate tax and to give the wealthiest Americans HUGE
tax breaks. When there are tax breaks and no new tax cuts, guess who pays the increased taxes? Snowe even wrote the Bill to
make Bush's warrant-less wiring tapping legal retroactively.

This is all important to us, we are a minority. Bush is no moderate. Some of his supporters would treat us the same as the Nazi's
did to us. Would it be that difficult to expand the lack of habeas corpus and warrant-less wire tapping to find the "lawless GLBTI
and their heinous lifestyles". Extreme, yes | admit it. But, we must never forget our lessons of how we have been treated and that
we must stand together united against those who would do us harm. We cannot afford to "stay the course", we must continue to
fight for truly Equal Rights and it is my opinion that Democrat Jean Hay-Bright is the best candidate to represent us in the United
States Senate. | urge you all to vote for Jean Hay-Bright.
