3. Two Evenings of Women’s Anti-War Plays. Two powerful, anti-war plays written and directed by local playwright Carolyn
Gage are coming to Portland! Sponsored by the Center for Ethics in Action, these plays give voice to a feminist perspective on
war. The plays will be presented on Friday, June 29 and Saturday, June 30, at 8 PM, at the St. Lawrence Arts & Community
Center, 76 Congress Street, Portland.

The first play, The Rules of the Playground, features a cast of women. In this play, six mothers gather in a classroom for a special
training on playground violence. They get more than they bargained for in this chilling drama about the ways in which women
collude with men—consciously or unconsciously— in enabling violent behaviors.

The second play, The Second Coming of Joan of Arc, is a one-woman play about a lesbian Joan of Arc who returns from the dead
to confront audiences with her harrowing experiences of war and patriarchal religion. Gage, who was recently a featured
performer at the Dublin International Gay Theatre Festival, brings her own creation to life in a performance that has been hailed as
a “tour de force.”

on. There is no interview process or attempt to verify "queer" status. It's up to you to behave appropriately for whatever level of
anonymity/security you feel you need.
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
