1. Results of the most recent FAN poll. | know | told folks you'd have until SEP 9 to respond to the poll question:

" Do you want me to forward to you the notices about events just as they are sent to me from the various GLBT
organizations? ", but to be honest with you, responses have now trickled down to nothing and the results are so clear that I'm
going to cut it off and report to you now. By a margin of 3.5 to 1 you said "no" to receiving forwarded event notices in between
the regularly-scheduled issues of The FAN. So, | will not be sending them.

2. Now for the experiment I'm going to try. It has been pointed out to me by more than one individual and more than one
organization that, as nice as The FAN is, its appearance lacks a certain panache and is, quite frankly, a little stodgy. | agree.
Unfortunately, | don't have the time and energy to try to "liven-up" its appearance. So, after chatting with some folks about
possible ways to attack the problem, we came up with an idea for an experiment. This is how the experiment will work: For
the next four issues of The FAN ( SEP 15, OCT 1, NOV 1 & 15) | will allow folks who want to "enhance" the notices that they
post to do so.

RE: The Supreme Court Ruling in Favor of Maine's GLBT Families

As most of you know by now, yesterday was an amazing day for LGBT families here in Maine. Thursday’s ruling by the Maine
Law Court that Ann Courtney and Marilyn Kirby, as a couple, can legally provide a permanent home to two children they have
cared for and nurtured the last six years, is truly a cause for celebration. Maine’s Law Court ruled that Ann and Marilyn may
jointly adopt “"M” and “"R” because it is in the best interest of the children to remain in the only secure and stable home they
have ever known.
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This was a beautifully child-focused decision that unequivocally stated what we have always known: that what matters most
to children is having parents who are devoted to them and their welfare. Amazingly, this was decision was
unanimous...7-0!! That’s a resoundingly strong statement about a simple but important fact: children in LGBT families
deserve the same security, the same care, the same rights as children in non-gay families. LGBT families now have a legal
route to establish a legal relationship with both of their children. Remarkably, this ruling marks the first time in Maine’s
history that a same-sex couple can adopt a child.

Wow. It's a great day, don't you think?

We celebrate this day. And we should be talking about it. And we should be writing about it.

This is a critical opportunity for us to write letters to our local papers, applauding the ruling. Taking a moment to voice our
support will send a message to voters, to legislators, to all those who participate in making decisions about our everyday
lives. It will send the message that the Maine Law Court did the right, and that it is a cause for celebration. And that we
support it, with our whole hearts.

So yeah...it's a holiday weekend. And lots of people will be spending time with our families. Take a moment this weekend to
look around at all the different kinds of families you’ll bump into. And think about how much better off many of those
families are, particularly the children, because of this historic ruling. Think about how that makes you feel. And then find 30
minutes somewhere in your weekend to write it all down. And send those thoughts to your local newspaper. The Maine
Court Law deserves to be thanked. The attorneys who worked so hard on this case deserve to be recognized. The family
whose case they argued deserve to be congratulated. Write the letter. Send it out, I've even made it easy by posting the
links to the major newspapers in the state. (see below) Celebrate what was a truly extraordinary day yesterday. Happy
Holidays everyone.

CAVEATS:

All newsletters are emailed BCC, and the email list is not given out to anyone. Still, keep in mind that while this newsletter is
for the GLBTI community, not everyone on the mailing list may be a "family" member.

put them on. There is no interview process or attempt to verify "queer” status. It's up to you to behave appropriately for
whatever level of anonymity/security you feel you need.
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
