(NEWS #1 :) A Family Christmas Party sponsored by The Bridge Alliance. See the listing at DEC 22. 
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(NEWS #2:) Results of the poll: by a ratio of 12 to 1, folks want to keep "enhanced" postings in The FAN, so we'II do it for 
the time being. However, l'm going to have to make some changes in the requirements: 

1. Enhanced postings will not be able to have graphies. Graphies didn't work. l'm running Windows 95 and most of the
graphies folks put in the postings just wouldn't cut-and-paste ... those that did caused loads of trouble and took LOTS of time
to manipulate.

2. Enhanced postings can use different or varying fonts, type-sizes, s p a c  in g, colors, characteristics, etc. But
again, l'm running Windows 95, and most folks are running newer program versions. We found that not all fonts, spacing
codes, colors, etc. translated well between what was sent and how my computer interpreted them. If there is time, 1 will re­
send the enhanced postings to their originators so they can see how they will look and allow changes if need be.

3. Enhanced posting will still need to be quick cut-and-paste items on my end. 1 don't have time to make changes to an
enhanced posting to make it "just right".

(NEWS #3:) The FAN is looking for an experienced website designer. One of the things to corne out of the LGBTQ 
Symposium 2007 was that the community felt the need for a statewide community-events-scheduling, news, and 
information source so that the whole GLBTQ community in ail parts of the state could be aware of what was going on. lt was 
felt that such a source would both prevent conflicting scheduling of events AND provide the opportunity for greater GLBTQ­
community support to our brothers and sisters in ail parts of the state. l've decided to try to give this a shot if I can. If The 
FAN can be reworked into a website-based, mostly self-maintaining, state-wide, wiki-styled site (where folks could do their 
own postings without having to use me as an intermediary), then that could BOTH provide such a state-wide information 
source AND give me more free time ... which I would LOVE! But, 1 don't know anything about creating websites (l'm basically 
a Luddite, and inherently techno-suspicious).
