NEWSLETTER NEWS, NOTES & REMINDERS:

(NEWS #1:) Help raise money for womens’ (and of course lesbian) health. January is Cervical Cancer Awareness
Month and the Penquis Breast and Cervical Health Coalition is participating in a fundraising event at UNO Chicago Grill in
Bangor on the Bangor Mall Boulevard. On January 24, 2008, if you dine in or order take-out and present a UNO Dough
Raiser ticket, up to 20% of your check will be donated to the Penquis Breast and Cervical Health Coalition.

The Coalition provides education concerning breast and cervical health and information on no-cost mammograms and pap
smears available to eligible women (of any sexual orientation) through the Maine Breast and Cervical Health Program. The
coalition also provides assistance in recruiting patients into the program for the medical providers of the program. The Maine
Breast and Cervical

Health Program (MBCHP) pays for mammograms, clinical breast exams, pap tests, pelvic exams, limited diagnostic services
and a network of referral services if further support is needed. If you are a woman age 40-64 with no insurance or your
insurance does not cover Pap tests or mammograms please call 1-800-350-5180.

(NEWS #3:) It Takes a Community to Place a Memorial. The Bangor City Council unanimously approved the placement
of a memorial for Charlie Howard near the Kenduskeag Stream. The memorial will be contemplative in nature with flowers
and a bench facing down stream. All the plans have been approved by the city engineer and the Arts and Cultural Council. A
professional architect did work pro bono. In a month you will be able to access pictures and plans of the Charlie Howard
Memorial. The inscription on the memorial will read as follows:

" May we, the citizens of Bangor, continue to change the world around us until
hatred becomes peacemaking and ignorance becomes understanding. Charlie
Howard, an openly gay man, died here at the hands of hatred and ignorance on
July 7, 1984."

In the near future, the Charlie Howard Foundation, not to be confused with groups with similar names, will be asking the

community to help make this memorial a reality. You will be asked to help with money, plantings, weeding and other odd
jobs. We have told the city we will maintain this site. This project truly will take a community to erect, make beautiful and

CAVEATS:

All newsletters are emailed BCC, and the email list is not given out to anyone. Still, keep in mind that while this newsletter is

for the GLBTI community, not everyone on the mailing list may be a "family" member. People ask to be put on the list and |
put them on. There is no interview process or attempt to verify "queer” status. It's up to you to behave appropriately for
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whatever level of anonymity/security you feel you need.
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
