NEWSLETTER NEWS, NOTES & REMINDERS:
GUIDELINES FOR FAN POLITICAL ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Well, unless you've been in a coma for the past 6 months, you're aware that 2008 is an election year. Every election

year there are lots and lots of political "things" going on. Some people try not to pay too much attention to the political
hullaballoo (your editor being one of them), but for other folks political activities are real social events and important parts of
their lives. Since this is a "social" newsletter, | figure | need to put at least some attention on the brouhaha. So here, once
again, are the guidelines for folks who want to post "political announcements” in The FAN.

1. All political announcements posted in The FAN must have a social component to them ... something that is happening
where people will actually get together and interact. (e.g. envelope stuffing parties = OK, rallies = OK, debates about
candidates or meetings with candidates = OK, simple requests to vote for a candidate = not OK, requests to write to a
candidtate or to someone else about a candidate = not OK, requests for donations for a candidate = not OK).

2. Political announcements can be for any candidate (Federal, State, Local) of any party or affiliation.

3. Political announcements can only be for candidates, not for issues. |f someone wants to say something about an issue
(and can tie it in to the GLBTI community in some way), they are welcomes to submit an opinion piece to the OP/ED category.
4. Political announcements will normally be placed in the next issue of The FAN following its submission. HOWEVER,
because political "events" sometimes happen on very short notice (especially as voting day gets closer), | will send out such
last-minute event postings in special emails.

5. ALL special emails about last-minute political events will contain the words: THIS IS A FAN POLITICAL NOTICE in the
Subject line. Folks who are uninterested can simply delete them without bothering to read ... the other folks can open them up
and see what's happening.

6. November 3, 2008 will be the last day that political postings can be sent.

7. Ireserve the right not to post a political notice, or to request changes in the wording, if | don't feel it meets the guidelines
or is of questionable content. So far, that's never happened ... but | still reserve the right.

(NOTES #1:) RBPA Scholarship Fund Seeks Applicants. The Rainbow Business and Professional Association (RBPA)
Scholarship Fund will grant scholarships for the eleventh year in May 2008. The mission of the Scholarship Fund is to
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promote positive role models for gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgendered individuals in an academic environment and
community at large, to recognize and foster diversity and to reward and support sensitivity to human rights. The scholarship is
granted to deserving Maine individuals who are planning to further their education in a four-year college, two-year college or
trade school.

The RBPA Scholarship Fund was established in 1997. From the first award of $500 in 1998, the Scholarship Fund has grown
steadily, and in 2007 granted two students scholarships of $3000 each. In 2005, the Scholarship Fund achieved a long sought
after goal by establishing an endowment fund with an initial deposit of $10,000 and an additional deposit of $10,000 added in
2007. This endowment fund will enable Scholarships to be awarded to worthy students for years to come. It is a tribute to the
support received from the RBPA membership and the LGBT Community. ‘

The Scholarship Committee of RBPA will be accepting applications through March 15, 2008. Recipients are selected by the
committee who review the essay applications. The awards banquet will be held on May 14, 2008 at the Holiday Inn by the Bay
in Portland.

Since hundreds of
people attend to enjoy the children's programs, live music and dance performances, the Festival is a good opportunity to
showcase your enterprise.

(NOTES #3:) It Takes a Community to Place a Memorial. The Bangor City Council unanimously approved the placement
of a memorial for Charlie Howard near the Kenduskeag Stream. The memorial will be contemplative in nature with flowers
and a bench facing down stream. All the plans have been approved by the city engineer and the Arts and Cultural Council. A
professional architect did work pro bono. In a month you will be able to access pictures and plans of the Charlie Howard
Memorial. The inscription on the memorial will read as follows:

" May we, the citizens of Bangor, continue to change the world around us until
hatred becomes peacemaking and ignorance becomes understanding. Charlie
Howard, an openly gay man, died here at the hands of hatred and ignorance on
July 7, 1984."

In the near future, the Charlie Howard Foundation, not to be confused with groups with similar names, will be asking the
community to help make this memorial a reality. You will be asked to help with money, plantings, weeding and other odd jobs.
We have told the city we will maintain this site. This project truly will take a community to erect, make beautiful and maintain.

With the Democratic presidential nomination still very much undecided, voters will be flocking to Maine's Democratic
Presidential Caucus on Sunday, February 10th. This could be the highest turnout ever for the presidential caucus in Maine. A
high turnout means that EqualityMaine volunteers will have an opportunity to talk with thousands of voters about the freedom
to marry in Maine.

B) ... there is a gay friendly club, Club Fusion. | called there once and talked a someone that works there and he did say that
they do not discriminate against anyone that goes there. Its true, | saw for myself. ALTHOUGH alot of youngens (straight
and gay) go there, not my type of club ... (but) there were lots of gays/couples there.

C) To answer your poll question- | hear that Fusion on Franklin St s friendly ... Maybe we could see about starting up dances
again.

D) Unfortunately this is nothing but Fusions where Karma use to be, but Carolinas is friendly for the women, not so with the
men.
My partner and i tend to go out of town, Augusta has PJ's, not the best, but it's a change of scenery from time to time....

E) Carolina's is friendly.
F) If we want to meet friends out we go to Carolina’s in Bangor.
G) PJs (Papa Joe's) on Water Street, Augusta.

H) To answer your poll, my partner and | generally go to the 103 Ultra Lounge in Orono. However, like every bar/club in
Maine, you do encounter one or two people who voice their opinion of the gay lifestyle in a rather rude manner. This is easily
taken care of by the staff at 103 however. Out of all the places to go, we find 103 to be the most enjoyable.

1) Contra Dance on the 4th Sat of every month at the UU Church, 120 Park St, Bangor, 7:00pm. It's a blast, and very GBLT?
friendly.

J) I can tell you that I've met same-sex couples (and a single or two) at the area contradances. Contradancers are, by and
large, a very positive, open and supportive group. | even hear some callers making an effort to use gender-neutral terms
when calling out the dance moves (although, realistically, this is a long way off from being the norm). It's a smoke-free,
chemical-free environment chock full of happy people eager to help each other out. My own dance group, now called the
Penobscot Contradancers, has collaborated with the folks at the UU Society in Bangor. We hold a dance every fourth
Saturday at the UU Church (last night was our first dance there, and the turnout was awesome). Since it was the first dance
in this venue, under a new name and with new promotions, | can't attest to the number (if any) same-sex couples who were
there last night (but give me time to work on it - I'm the new promoter - ha). However, | know | see regular same-sex couples
at the monthly contradance in Belfast (every first Friday), and every so often in Orono (second Saturdays). There is a
contradance every weekend somewhere in this general area of Maine (Bangor, Orono, Blue Hill, Trenton, Belfast,
Skowhegan, and beyond). I'd be happy to supply more info if anyone's interested.

K) |... always have to go to Portland. Carman Miranda's in Bar Harbor is fun in the fall. The town becomes more gay
populated.. PJ's in Augusta is another option. Other than that you have to wait for pride week at UMO or special events like
the lesbian dances in Belfast.

Some people bemoaned the fact that there were no GLBT-specific places to go where they would feel
comfortable (here is a sampling)

A) Sadly, (we) don't go out dancing like we used to when there were gay bars in town as we wouldn't feel comfortable in
Bangor in any other venue. The only times we consider a comfortable opportunity is when attending the rare intentional
event, such as the Red Ribbon ball among others.

B) I|don't know of any places in the Bangor area to dance but wouldn't it be great if some of us got together and started a

monthly dance. The dance in Belfast was certainly popular with us women folk and | have been to lesbian dances in southern
Maine that attract a good crowd.

And one place (a local restaurant) offered a solution:
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“To your question ! We have offered this place several times but it must be too far out of Bangor (about 10 miles). We have a
bar, we have a dance floor and we are closed to the general public on Sunday afternoons. We have a projector and a large
screen and have offered to show DVD's but there was not enough interest. The snowmobile club was more interested than
family."

CAVEATS:

All newsletters are emailed BCC, and the email list is not given out to anyone. Still, keep in mind that while this newsletter is
for the GLBTI community, not everyone on the mailing list may be a “family” member.

put them on. There is no interview process or attempt to verify "queer” status. It's up to you to behave appropriately for
whatever level of anonymity/security you feel you need.
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
