GAY MEN TOGETHER (GMT) is held twice a year, in May and in October, with this fall being our 25th
Weekend. GMT was formed by a group of gay men, feeling a need to do "community” work, moving into the 21st
century having dealth with such a devastating disease as AIDS for fifteen years which tool all, and even more of our



energy. GMT has been very successful. We hold approximately twenty different workshops at each retreat, some
with laughter, some with tears and all are led by participants. The GMT weekend is an open format, which means
you pick and choose what you would like to do. There are up to 5 different workshops for each time perior. The food,
prepared by volunteer participants under the direction of our chef is fabulous. We have a dance and talent show on
Saturday evening. We would like you to attend opening and closing circle and to try to be at meals on time.

GARDINER: A Mad Dog on Water Street

In jolly ol' England, pubs are the core of life in communities.

An alehouse with quality beers and good food is an integral part of the community.

Marianne Roth and Auta Main, co-owners of The Mad Dog pub at 259 Water St., wanted to bring a tiny bit of the real
England to Gardiner.

Both live in the city and volunteer in the community. Main is the president of the Gardiner Main Street Board of
Directors, a nonprofit group that encourages downtown economic and cultural vitality.

In England, Roth said pubs are a family gathering place. A town without a focal point becomes a collection of
dwellings — a location, she said.



"We really felt Gardiner needed something," Roth said Friday. "We only have a few restaurants and the only one
downtown is A-1 (Diner). We've traveled to England many, many times and liked the English pub setting. It's all about
community. And it was something people really wanted. So we went for it."

Mad Dog, with fine wine, spirits and ale, opened last week in a 150-year-old Water Street building.

Roth and Main purchased the building last October and did some extensive renovation. They knocked out ceilings
and erected walls and installed a new electrical system. They also had a small kitchen built at the back of the
restaurant and added a fire escape.

On the second floor is a nonprofit, Boreal Songbird Initiative, and on the third floor is a loft apartment. The pub looks
authentic with prints of hunting scenes and brass and pewter accent pieces.

Roth found the sideboard behind the bar in an antique shop in Portland. It is handcrafted out of woodwork that came
from an old estate, she said. They also bought the pub's maple wrap-around bar from an antiques dealer.

Stairs lead from the pub to a basement that has been transformed into a cozy dining area for intimate meals.

Ray Eugley, head chef, said the downstairs is similar to old-world upscale clubs. The menu includes English style fare
such as roast turkey and prime rib with Yorkshire pudding, served on weekends. They also offer a vegetarian meal,
roasted root vegetables with parmesan and Romano drizzle.

He said the restaurant can seat 20 to 25 downstairs and 20 upstairs.

At 4:30 p.m. on Wednesdays, they serve a traditional high tea, same as an afternoon tea, with cookies and cakes and
popovers. The tea comes from the Baxter Tea Co. in Gardiner where 10 percent of the profit goes to Baxter State
Park.

Mad Dog only opens in the evenings.

Hours are Tuesday and Wednesday from 4:30-9 p.m.; Thursday from 4:30-10 p.m.; and on Friday and Saturday,
4:30-11 p.m. It's closed Sunday and Monday.

"Our food is all organic, we're buying from local growers," Eugley said. "And our meats come from Wolf's Neck Farm."

Roth, who also will be preparing meals, attended Dumas Pere L'ecoledela Cuisine Francais, a cooking school in
Chicago. Eugley is a recent graduate of Washington County Community College's culinary program.

Katie Spencer, a server who said she had opening day jitters, agreed that Gardiner needed another downtown
restaurant. Something with style.

"It's something different,” Spencer said. "All we have here is pizza. We needed a place where you could get dressed
up to go out to dinner."

Roth said business has been good even though she only advertised in the dining guide. She said customers are
drawn to the cozy atmosphere of her tiny alehouse.

"We've been well received, so we're quite happy,” Roth said. "Our slogan is you'll be a stranger here but once."

Once he opens up the Newsletter email, if he
dlqks on the box in the upper right-hand corner of his browser (between the _ and x), it will maximize this window.
Th:’s should open up the entire newsletter so he doesn't have to scroll from left to right. He will only have to scroll up
and down.

| would try thi_s simple solution first. My other thought is he may have the entire screen display’s resolution enlarged
to aid in reading...| don't want to go there yet as to how to play with those settings.



The above will not work for Yahoo accounts. Their email does not open in a separate browser window. Therefore, he
should follow the steps below:

1. Maximize the entire browser window first (same process as below).

2. Click on the email he wants to read. The email will appear in the same browser window.

3. Scroll the bottom left/right bar to the far right hand side.

4. This should center the email in their window browser and enable him to read the Newsletter by using the up/down
scroll bar.

5. He will need to scroll the bar back to the left in order to see his "folders".

This is based upon his using the Yahoo Mail Classic view. Lew

There are a couple of reasons why this might be happening:

1. You have an image banner that is wider than some people's screens. | believe this would be pretty unlikely, given
that most monitors today are at least 1024 pixels (about 12 inches) wide.

2. People are reading the newsletter in a window narrower than the table you have constructed for the newsletter. If
you have the newsletter in HTML and it's set in a table, that table may be set to a fixed width (say, 1000 pixels). If you
change this absolute pixel width to a percentage (say, 100% or 90%), the newsletter will fit properly in everybody's e-
mail.

3. If people are receiving the e-mail in plain text, or if you have long HTML links, those links can affect the length of
the text lines. For example, if your link is 400 characters long, it's going to blow out any table or text e-mail. Ask the
people having trouble if they're viewing the newsletter in plain text or HTML.

It all depends on the graphic resolution one's pc or mac is set to and the email application one is using to read the
newsletter. If the email application is viewing the newsletter on a web page style, it may not be able to show the
whole line on a resolution of 800x600 without using the scrolibar. If the email application is set to view the newsletter
as a text only document, the application maybe able to show the whole line if the resolution of the monitor is set
higher than 800x600. In my case, | have my

This problem usually occurs in the html coding. Instead of setting hard numbers like 800px, use percentages. That
way the content will adjust to any sized screen. Kay

Those folks may just simply have to lower the font size. Tell them to "select all" which on a windows PC can be
obtained by the shortcut Ctri+letter "A" then select font and change the size to a smaller number and it should then fit
in one plane.

Not sure | am of any help but as | understand it, if you select ‘word wrap' under options, you can choose to have all
text on one screen as opposed to text going all the way over to the right as some screens are bigger and others
smaller which | am told is the issue.

I'm seeing the newsletter just fine. | don't think there is necessarily anything you can do about this... Your only
choices are to send email as "Plain Text" or as "Rich Text." It's long been thought that Rich Text and HTML emails
are not a good thing, and that formatting and color should be left to PDF's and websites. There's never been great
support for sending colorful emails.

If the reactions you've gotten aren't too bad and you want to continue doing what you're doing, | think that's fine.
Otherwise, I'd suggest either changing the email to just a Plain Text message, or create it in Word or Pages with color
and formatting, then send it as a PDF. These two ways would guarantee a clean read for all recipients.

Sorry | couldn't be of more help, but | think these are your only options. Roger

It's up to you to
behave appropriately for whatever level of anonymity/security you feel you need.
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
