Upon entering, we were warmly greeted at the chapel door
by "Ron" and given first-name self-introductory press=apply
badges made out by "Normand"; we were given Misselettes and
Song Books to be used during the actual liturgy.

Just prlor to the actual act of consecration of the Mass
by Rev. Chabot, he 1invited us all to Join him and form a
circle about the celebrating alter, which we all did. At the
"Our Father", we were all asked to Joiln hands with our nearest
nelighbor.

Later, at the "Embrace of Peace", Fr. Roger asked us to
express our feelings of "personal expression by open embrace
or by warm handshake." Communion was dispensed under the two
specles of bread and wine.

While Readlngs were glven by the pre-elected Readers
before Mass started, interpretation of them was done by Fr.
Roger 1n a very intelligent fashion, as was the simple and
brief homily. Thils was the first time this reporter had ever
been to two Sunday Masses on the same day!

After Mass, coffee and donuts were freely provided in the
next room, along with avallable state-wide reading material...
including NORTHERN LAMBDA NORD, Malnely Gay, Dignity/Maine
newsletter, etcetera. Followling the coffee break was an open
discussion session on "VD - a Control Frogram", and s guest
speaker. Unfortunately, thls reporter had to return home.
