The company, announcing
nst.mct.ion _0f & new warehouse

at 252 Anderson St. In the new
Marginal Way industrial area,
said it planned to shift all ware-
house and sales personrel from
the Forest avenue plant to the
new building.

The bakery has been operated
here since 1931. In a statement
by Edward A. Hobbs, plant man-
ager, and Henry N. Noring, sales
manager, the company said the
present bakery “does not lend
itself to Nabisco's modernization
program as the structure can-
not be remodelled to house the

modern band ovens and other
new type equipment.”

The seven -story structure,
built in 1919, was purchased by
Nabisco from the T. A, Huston
Baking Co. {n 1931,

The Huston firm was started
by Thomas A. Huston on North
Main street, Auburn, in 1869
during the post Clvii War busi-
ness boom.

In 1919 the“flrm moved here
and In ten years was heralded
as the “largest independent
cracker manufacturing company
in the East.” -

It employed more than 300
people at the time it was sold
in 1931 for a sum “in excess of
$1,000,000.”
